It HONTHS IN PRSON
AND FINE OF $2500 FOR
SENKTOR J0S. . BURTON

Kansas Statesman and Former In-
dianmian Sentenced by the United
States Court.

AN APPEAL IS TAKEN

Bond of $10,000 Accepted and the
Senator Permitted to Return
to His Hotel,

SCENES IN COURTROOM

Lecture by Judge Adams, Who
Said the Testimony Proved

Burton’s Guilt.
®

8T. LOUIS, April 6.—~United States Sena-
tor J. R. Blll'lﬂn., of Kansas City, was Lo-
day seuntenced to six months' imprisonment
in the Iron county jail and fined $2,500 for
having been convicted of using his influ-
ence before the Postoffice Department in
benalf of the Rialto Grain and Securities
Company of 8t. Louis, and of having re-
ceived payment from the company for his
scrvices.

The case will be appealed to the United
Btates Circuit Court of Appeals.

Senator Burton, accompanied by his lead-
-ing attorney, Judge Chester H. Krum,
came into the United States District Court
at 12:3 o'clock. A caze was I‘wi!lg tried
and Judge Adams granted a recess in that
case to take up the Burton Judge
Adams summoned Burton to stacd up, and
then spoke of the motions that had been
filed for a new trial and for arrest of
Judgment, The after briefly re-
viewing the motions, overruled them. The
court then sald to the defendant: “Have
you anything to say as to why sentence
should not be passed upon you?"

Trembling and evidently suppressing his
emotions with a strong effort, Senator
Burton stood leaning with both hands on
& chair back, as he sald:

“Your honor will please allow me to re-
spectiully decline to say anything.'”

THE SENTENCE.

The courtroom was almost empty, with
the exception of a few persons interested
in the previous case who had remained out
of curiosity, and the silence was almost
oppressive as Judge Adams, in low, modu-
lated tones, began delivery of the sentence
to be !mposed. The court said:

“After a fair and impartial trial by a
ury of exceptional intetligence you have
n found guilty of the offense charged
in the ndictment against you. A motion
of a new trial in your behalf has afforded
me an opportunity to carefully review and
consider the evidence, As a result of this
1 am satisfied that the jury reached the just
and true resuit. The evidence abundantly
warranted the verdict and 1 tind no reason,
either In the law governing the case or in
the proceedings atiending the trial, for dis-
turbing it.

“Your conviction necessarily results in
yYour punishment. Its importance, in my
opinion, s not confined to its effects upon
you, Your exalted station in life and the
charaetr of your offending give unusual
significance to your conviction. It demon-

Attorney Judge Krum immediately filed
& bill of exceptions in the case, and offered
a bond for $10,00, which was a'::cc-pted. and
court took a recess until 2 o'clock to re-
sume the previous case,

The bLill of exceptions is a veoluminous
document, comprising more than 0 pages

of typewritten matter. It is a complete
" transcript of the proceedings of the trial

and will be used by the United States Court

of Appeals in reviewing the case. The bill
of error, which contains the grounds for
the appeal. sets forth in detail all adverse
rulings by Judge Elmer B. Adams, before
whom the case was tried in the United
States District Court.

One of the principal points forming the
basis of the appeal of the case js that
Judge Adams admitted as evidence several
checks received by Senator Burton from
the Rialte Grain and Securities Company
while he was In Washington, D. C. The
defense contended In the irial that  if an
offense had been committed when Senator
Burton accepted and cashed the checks it
was committed in Washington, and that
the St. Louis court consequently did not
have jurisdiction. Judge Adams sustained
the arguments of the district attorney, who
held that the bark in Washington at which
Senator Burton coashed the checks acted
sin ply as his agent and that, in any event,
the question of jurisdiction in that instance
was a matter for the jury to decide,

Another point upon which Senator Bur-
ton's attorneys lald stress in the bill of
error was the introduction of testimony
and documentary evidence,
alleged, tended to prejudice the minds of
the jurors against the defendant, whiie it
had no direcr bearing upon the merits of
the charge against Senator Burton., A
specific instance was the overruling of
objections of the defense to the district
attorney reading several telegrams which
passed between Senator Burton and W, D.
Mahaney, former vice president of the
Rialto Grainm and Securities company.

It s a eoineldence that the amount of
the fine. 2500, imposed upon Senator Bur-
ton is identical with the amount which, ac-
cording to the evidence, he received from
the Rialto Grain and Securities Company.

THE 1RON COUNTY JAIL.

The lrom county jail, to which Senator
Burton was sentenced for six months, is
located in the county seat of Ironton, Mo,
a village of 1,40 population, eighty-eight
miles southeast of £t. Louis on the Iron
Mountain Rallrcad. The jall is a two-story

brick structure, and in a portion of it Sher-
if Polk makes his home with his family.

RUSSIANS ARE READY
AT NIEU-CHWANG

NIEU-CHWANG, April 6.—General Kuro-
patkin, commander-in-chief of the Rus-
#sian military forces in the far East, ar-
rived here to-day and reviewed about 4,000
troops on the parade grounds outside of
the fort here. One battery of horse artil-
lery, several batteries of field artillery,

cavalry participated in the revew,
Russian secret-service agents reported
that the Japanese intended to attack Nieu-

Chwang yesterday. On account of the min-
ing of the river and also in expectation of

practice firing from the forts, merchant-
ships are not using the lower reach of the
General Kondratovitch, the Russian
commander here who has been praised on
account of the order and cleanliness pre-
vailing at Nieu-Chwang, says he is now
prepared for a Japanese attack, which it is
evident the other authorities also expect,

The command of General Kondratovitch
embraces the scout patrols of the Liao
river and also the troops in the districts
south, including Kai-Chou, and north, in-
cluding the railroad and Hai-Chong. The
troops now here are of a better class than
when the war opened. General Kondrato-
vitch is opening a new hospital at Nieu-
Chwang.

The relations of the Russian authorities
with the foreign residents here are improv-
ing and the administrator proposes to con-
sult and co-operate with the rforeigners for
the protection of neutral lives and interests.

ALL IS QUIET ON THE
YALU, RUSSIANS SAY

ST. PETERSBURG, April 6-—"All is
quiet on the Yalu,"” is the report which
General Kachtalinky telegraphed April 5
to General Kuropatkin, who forwarded the
message to the Emperor. The report added
that an exchange of shots occurred be-
tween Russian cavalry and Japanese skir-
mishers near Wiju. The Russians sus-
tained no losses. Five Japanese were
killed. The number of wounded is not
known.

General Kachtalinky also reported that

opposite Turmitchen, on the island of

Matuzeo, in the Yalu river, some Russian
volunteers had a skirmish with a Japanese
outpost from Wiju. There were no casual-
Russian side. Six Japanese
were killed.

General Kuropatkin's announcement that
the Japanese have reached Wiju, Korea,
and the right bank of the Yalu river
creates no surprise in well-informed ecir-
cles, where (it Is thoroughly understood
that the Russlans have no intention of
making a stand in force east of the river.

The stores of a Russian village near
Yongampo (=outh of Wiju on the Yalu
river) have been wrecked and burned by a
detachment of Japauese infantry, number-
ing 3» men.

The city is full of rumors of proposed
Japanese plans for Easter attacks. The
mcst persistent is to the effect that the
Japanese will land at Takushan, about
fifty-five miles west of the mouth of the
Yalu river on Saturday night under the
cover of another bombardment of Port
Arthur.

“If thev do,”" remarked a Russian ad-
miral to the correspondent of the Asso-
ciated Press, “they will find our guns
ghictted and ready to receive them."

MORMON CHURCK SAYSNO
MORE PLURAL MARRIAGES

President Smith’'s Declaration at
the Seventy-Fourth Annual
Conference.

WARNING

That Only One Wife Will Be Per-
mitted, on Pain of Excom-
munication.

SALT LAKE CITY, Utah, April 6.—A
notable feature of the cloging session of
the seventy-fourth annual conference of
the Mormon Church was the official decla-
ration by President Joseph F. Smith on the
subject of polygamy. The statement fol-
lows:

“Inasmuch as there are numerous re=-
ports in circulation that plural marriages

have been entered into, contrary to the ot-
ficial declaration of President Woodruff of
Sept. 26, 1800, commonly called the mani-
festo, which was jssued by President
Waoodruff and adopted by the church at

its General Conference Oect. 8§, 1890, which
forbids any marriage violative of the law
of the land, I, Joseph F. Smith, president
of the Church of Jesus Christ of the Lat-
ter-day Saints, hereby afirm and declare
that no such marriages have been solemn-
jzed with the sanction, consent or knowl-
edge of the Church of Jesus Christ of Lat-
ter-day Saints; and I hereby announce that

all such marriages are prohibited; and if
any officer or member of the church shall
assume to solemnize or enter into any such

sion against the church and will be liable
to be dealt with according to the, rules and
regulations thereof, and excommunicated
therefrom.”

"This statement received the full indorse-
ment of the church members assembled,
who unanimously adopted the following
resolution, introduced by Apostle Francis
M. Lyman:

‘Resolved, That we, the members of the
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day
Saints, in General Conference assembled,
hereby approve and indorse the statement
and declaration of President Joseph F.
Smith just made to this conference con-
cerning plural marriages, and will support
the courts of the church in the enforcement
thereof."”’

A committee was authorized to take steps
toward the erection of a suitable building
as a monument to the memory of the
Prophet Joseph Smith. Although Utah
abounds with memorials of EBrigham
Young, there is at present not a sgingle
morument or buillding in honor of the
founder of the church.

LONE BANDIT ROBS STAGE.

ANGRY MOB AT MARION

TRIES TO LYNCH A NEGRO

Enraged Citizens Held at Bay by
Would-Be Murderer in the
“Dark Secret.”

AGED WOMAN HIS VICTIM

MARION, Ind.,, April 6.—Danlel Stokes, a
negro, hustled and menaced by a mob of a
hundred angry men urged on by frenzied
women, escaped into the home of a friend,
Samuel Rogers, at 10 o'clock to-night, and
facing his pursuers with leveled revolver,
held the mob at bay until officers reached
the scene. Men bearing ropes and making
loud threats of violence sullenly followed
the patrol wagon bearing Stokes cityward

until the rapidly moving wagon issued from
the environment of the “Dark Secret,” a

«notorious settlement of blacks and whites

indiscriminately commingled, which Is lo-
cated in the southern suburbs of Marion.

Stokes had assaulted Stanley Pyatt, his
friend, and Pyatur s aged mother, using an
ax with fiendish ferocity and with deadly
effect. Pyatt was seriously disabled by
the onslaunght of Stokes, and the feeble
old woman was bpaten down while making
an effort to lme;lore to save her son from
harm.

Pyatt is-not fatally injured, but is in a
serious condition. The attack of Stokes
followed an effort upon the part of Pyatt
to induce the former to desist from mak-
ing trouble in a boarding house. Stokes
had been boarding with the Pyatts, and
had failed, it Is =saild, to settle his bill. He
used the ax to enforce his argument
against any adjustment of the board bill.
Having rendered both Pyatt and the wom-
an unconscious under the blows of the
ax, Stokes took to his heels. The forming
of a mob bent upon vengeance was the
work of a few minutes. Stokes saved him-
gelf by threatening death to the first man
who aproached him. He was landed safely

DARING MAIL ROBBER
IN JAIL, AT LAST

Westerner Who Makes Second
Break for Liberty Recap-
tured by Officers.

TACOMA, Wash., April 6.—Albert E. Bell,
the alleged mail-pouch robber, accused of
crimes in many States, and who escaped
from two United States marshals near Phil-
adelphia last October by jumping from a
moving train, was arrested here to-day,

He made a daring break for liberty by
jumping off a sixty-foot embankment, was
recaptured and finaliy landed safely in jail.
When searched a number of letters, all
addressed to Portland, Ore., merchants
from points along the Seattle & Interna-
tional Railroad in this State and British
Columbia, were found in his possession,
all containing checks or money orders.
When closely questioned Bell said that he
and his companion had stolen a mail pouch
from a truck in front of the Seattle de-
pot last Sunday morning and had secured
$1,70 in checks and money orders, $700 of
which they converted into cash.

tors, when the brakeman struck the boy
and knocked him down. Gilbert then at-
tacked Bancroft with a knife and stabbed
him in the breast and head, Bancroft was
brought to this city, where physicians say
chances for his recovery are stight. A de-
tective has gone to New Point to arrest
Gllbert.

They immediately placed
him under arrest and took him to head-
quarters, He was accompanied by Red-
wine, who was also placed under arrest.
Willilams claimed that he had ordered the
drafts with the idea of selling them to
Logansport banks, but admitted that he
had no contract or written agreement with
any bank. Detectives claim that Redwine
is implicated in the work of Willilams., The
sugpects will he held here until more can
be learned about their work.

D. A, Jordan and A. C. Eggleston were
chosén. Professor Bowne, who was pres-
ent, announces that he had selected the

Rev. Dr. J. M. Buckley, editor of the New
York Christian Advocate, as hi8 counsel.
Bishop Cyrus D. Foss, of Philadelphia, is
the presiding officer of the conference,

Dr. Buckley saild he believed that trials
of this kind were always conducted se-
cretly, and he wanted it understood that
there would be no change in this case.
“With startling headlines and perhaps a
few facts,” he continued, “a great many
of the newspapers of the country would
be delighted with the proceedings, but I
think the public has no right to inquire
into our denominational affairs, but on;

RESTRICTIONS PUCED
ON RURAL MAIL CARRIERS

Committee Amendment to Post-
office Bill

Appropriation
Adopted by Senate.

QUARLES PLAN KILLED

Further Changes May Be Made
When the Measure Goes
Into Conference.

VASHINGTON, April 6.—The expected

the rural free delivery amendment reported
by the postoffice committee of that body.
The amendment is satisfactory neither to
the “men with millions,” nor those who
are opposed to rural carriers acting as
hucksters. 1t is ambiguous, and undeubted-
ly will be materially modified In confer-
ence. That the sentiment of the Senate
is opposed to permitting rural carriers to
act as solicitors or agents was demonstrat-
ed in the debate to-day. The belief is ex-
pressed that the amendment, if it prevails,
will permit the carriers to do errands for
patrous, and at the same time prevent
them from acting as agents for newspapers
or other firms and corporations. The
amendment follows:

“Said carriers shall not solicit business
or receive orders of any kind for any per-
son, firm, or corporation, and shall not,
ddring their hours of employment, carry
any merchardise for hire, provided, thal
saild carriers may carry merchandise for

hire and receive ‘subscriptions for and de- |

liver newspapers, magazines
periodicals for and upon

patrons residing upon
routes whenever the same shall not inter-
fere with the proper discharge of their
official duties and under such regulatious
as the postmaster general may prescribe,
and not otherwise;, and, provided further,
that no carrier shall refuse to deliver or to
take orders or subsctiptions for any mer-
chandise, newspapers, or periodical request-
ed by any patron on his route, subject to
the laws of the United States and the
regulations of the postmaster general.”

As heretofore stated in these dispatches
the real fight over the rural nendment
will come off in counference. e
conferecs will inzgist upon the amendment
fixing the salaries of the carriers at §720
a year and prohibiting them from acting
as agents or solicitors,

Mr. Quarles's amendment for grading
®walaries of mail carriers was ruléd’out on a
point of order.

Mr. Quarles spoke of the hardships inci-
dent to the carrier’s life and of the inade-
quate pay of the present schedule and said
they should, in justice, be placed on a foot-
ing in harmony with the carriers in cities.
He contended that salaries =ufficient to
relieve carriers from the necessity of carry-
ing packages for merchants and otRers
should be provided, and =aid that if the
“huckster’” system was to be continued it
was certain to eventuate in serious scandal.
He predicted that the time would come
when the carriers would 'be mere agents for
single firms.

Mr. Dolliver predicted that unless great
caution was exercised much scandal would
result from the rural free delivery service,
hence the guarded amendment of the com-
mittee on postoffices for the regulation of
order-taking and package delivery. He
caid there had been cases in which news-
papers had supplied carriers with their
complete equipment on the condition that
they solicit subscriptions for those papers
alone. He predicted that in a few
the rural ecarriers’ force would number
50,000, and that the expenditures on account
of the service would come to be not less
than $50,000,000,

Mr. il.odge supported the commititee
amendment fixing a uniform salary of $750,
with limited opportunity for making money
by doing a parcels service.
