t:agedy, which occurred in this plece last
Monday, wasone of the most brutal, cold-
blooded musders that bas ever taken plase
in this or any of the surrounding Counties

The facts of the case, as far as we can lsarn,
are about as folows: Some eight months

sgo Colonel Goodwin (the murderer) was
rronounced insane, and eent to the Insane

Asylum at Trdianapolis, and Z. T. Hutohin
son and M C Armstroog, of this city, slgn-
ing the papers necessarily required to admit
him 'The Colonel, being & man of the dis-
position that never forge:r nor torglvee,
therefore remembered these two men and
his 9wn brother, and as soon as he was pro-
nouvced cured and set at liverty again, he
immediately returned to this place—no
doubt from» what we have bean able to learn
—for the express purposs of taking the lives
of Hutehirson, Armstrong and his own
brother. When he arrived nt thie place he
went to the M.ller House, kept by Lrouard
Gagle, and told him *‘that he had come here
to do a job, and that probably hecould finish
it up in one day, and maybe it would take
him a week. But here is the money with
which to pay my board for a week, sad if |
do the job in less time than tbat you can
glve mos back what money will be due me.”

The Colonel had made nobold threats, bu!
kept perfecily quiet until Monday after-
roon, whan he went into Mr. Hurchinson's
grocery etore, on Main street, and without
speaking to or recognizing any one, kept up
a continnal pace backward and torward of
the store room, and at the same time, it is
supposed, kept watching for his brother, and
when his brother had go ten within abont &
half square of Mr. Hutchins' store, he told
Mr Hutchics lo come outside of his store,
thet he wanted to lalk to him, but Mr
Hutechins tola him that he wonld be back in
ons minu'e, sod then be would see bim,
and as he made the remark be stepped into
the store ndjoining his, and just as he en-
tered the stcre he heard the shooting com.
mence, kud, on looking around, saw Colonel
Goodwin shooting at his brother.
