Thus, al-
though Cornell creeps in with the aid of
Tammany, and although the republicans
carry the legislature, the victory isa

~barren one, for it leaves the state, with its
+ thirty-five electoral votes, in the hands of
the democrats, and the problem whether
or not it can be taken from them is one
not settled this year but to be settled next
year. Itstill leaves New York and In-
diana the battle ground of the presiden-
tial contest, with probably the best fight-
ing chance in New York.

Our trade with China grows smaller
and smaller and beaatifully less. Six
years ago our tonnage entered and cleared
at Chinese ports amounted to 3,483,203
tons.

This is quite on a par with the most egre*
gions folly that party has shown itself
ready to father. If any sach purpose as
this exists, which is vouched for by so
respectable authority as Singleton of
Illinois, we trust It will neeer get any
further than the individual utterances of
those who entertain it. it is at ones a
humilliating confession of weakness and a
most cowardly desire to purchase fancied

security. It says at once that
this government is S0 fee-
ble that it is in  danger

from one man, and the. people so supine
thst the only way of safety for them U to
buy the man off. Such a proposition to
Genera] Grant would be nothing more nor
less than this, disguised in any way it
might be. Every honor this country has
in its gift has been laid upon him.
The plea of poverty is now insulting.
Such poverty is more creditable than the
riches of Croesus. General Grant has had
iverything from the”American people he
is entitled to, unless they choose to bestow
more of the same kind upon him. To give
him a place over Sherman, simply for

ornament, would be, we repeat, a
most  humiliating confession  on
fife part of this people. If the

American republic has come to the point
where it is in danger from one man, unless
he be bought oft, let us know it. Ifits
salvation depends upon one man, let us
know it. Better have the contest right
now than postponed for a single year. The
sooner we understand the relative strength
of the republic and oae-manism the better.

Thbs Purity of Politics.

Horatio Seymour, who is"or was, a pol-
itician of as much ability and disinter-
estedness as any of equal prominence,
says that thare are no corruptions in poli-
tics that do not get there from extrinsic
sources; that efforts for a great common
pxrpose are elevating, net degrading; and
that bad men in parties are made bad in
other relationships. His theory is nota
new one, but he presents it more concisely
than we have ever seen it before, and we
reproduce it for a word of comment:

Tfe bear a great deal of cant about the
corruptions ip politics. There are no corrup-
tions in pubiic affairs which are not generated
and nourished by other influences "at work
among the pebple, as a people. All efforts,
all Eeal for a cause, if it isnotan unworthy
one tends to lift men above mere personal
objects, and by exertions for others, and by
dwelling upon considerations outsida of
themselves tend to make men better and
more generous. We hare selfish men in
our public life, but they were not made selfish
in their positions, for these lead to dealings
with general interests that tend to liberalize
men’s purpoies. = Theie a? corrupt men and
bad men in parties, but they have been made
corrupt and evil-minded in other relation-
ships of life than those which grow out of
their association with others in promotion of
acommon cause.

There are men in parties who labor “for
a cause," and “dwell upon considerations
outside of themselves.” Probably five-
sixths of the intelligent citizens of this
country are of this class. They have no
selfish interests in politics and give their
efforts to their parties from motives that]|
at the worst, are not degrading o”corrupt-
ing. Nebody baaever imputed corruption
to this class, and the “cant” that Mr. Sey-
mour hears and miscalls is never applied
to it. But are there no men in parties
wfco work for selfish ends? who
“dwell on considerations” fiolely or chiefly
affecting themselves, who give their efforts
to no “cauae” bat under the impulse of
personal interest Yea, verily, and these
are the professional politicians, the
“machine” makers and menders, and
among them are generated the “corrupt-
iona” that it is no “cant” to denounce in
season and out. Mr. Seymour forgets
these when he lays down his rule of the
elevating influence of exertions for a

cause. Exertions for “a not unworthy
cause” are elevating, and “tend to
make men better and more

generous,” but is the cause of the machine
politician, “a not unworthy one”? Is it
one party mainly that he gives his exer-
tions and hopes to? Net a bit of it. Mr.
Cenkling was not laboring in the cause of
republicanism when he forced Mr. Cor-
nell's nomination. He was not “dwelling
on considerations outside of himself.” He
was revenging himself for the president’s
alight, by forcing the president and Mr.
Evarta to eat humble pie, and they did it.
The man who aervea a party to advance
his own interests, to enlarge his own rep-
utation, to gratify his love of power or
parade, to work his revenges or individ-
ual ambitions, does not fall into Mr. Sey-
mour’s category. His “cause” is himself,
and his party is a means to his own ends.
His motives are corrupt in their very
source, and through him come the “cor-
ruptiona in public affairs” that Mr. Sey-
mour thinks it “cant” to declare or de-
nounce. And that sort of man is pretty
numerous in all' parties. In fact, he is
the manager of all parties to a mischievous
extent. Mr. Seymour's estimate of the
purity of politics is fallacious, because it
leaves that man out. “Politics and par-
ties are ‘not’ what the people make them
in this country,” though they are what the
people, through indifference, allow self-
seeking managers to make them.

PLACES FOR GRANT.

Bamored Offers of the Presidency of Two
Large Railroad Corporations to the £x-
Prealdent.

(Speclsl to Cleveland Leader.]

A late report authenticated by the best of
authority in railroad circles, is that Hugh J.
Jewett will probably retire from the presi-
dency of the Erie lines to accept the presi-
dency of the Western Union telegraph "com-
pany, and then in case of Vanderbilt getting
control of the Erie, the stock of which, re-
ports say, he is fart buying up, Gen. Grant
will be asked to succeed Jewett as its presi-
dent. In support of these reports it is urged
that Grant would bring to the road not only
bis great administrative ability, but also a
large political- influence, such'as could be
obfained in no other way.

[Washington special to Chicago Times.]

It Is certain that one railroad organization
is trying to secure Grant's services, and the
consequent value of his position and reputa-
tion. The concern which desires Grant as its
chief officer is the Texas Pacific railway.
Ex-governor Brown, the vice president of
this road, who has been in this city for the
last week or so, is the authority for the state-
ment that the offer of the preSidency of this
road was sent to Grant last Saturday, and is
now awaiting his disposal. It is proposed
upon the part of the management to have
the salary fixed at $50,000 per annum, in
order t« make the acceptance an object.
Before agreeing upon this course it was an-
nounced by certain friends of the road that
it would ask no further
subsidies  frem congress.  This state-
ment was made when “it was believed that
anv further effort would be useless; but since
it Ess occurred to the management that the
services of General Grant maybe obtained
the hone of a subsidy has again”been revived.
The officers of the road have thought that it
would not be improbable that the republicans
in congress would be persuaded by Grant.to
vote for a subsidy, while they arecertain of
the votes of the “southern bourbons, and by
the aid of these two elements a subsidy
might possibly be oblained. The stock of the
Texas Pacific has long ago dropped out of the
regular quotations. ccasional sales are
noted' at two cents, but it has been long
classed as a valulees stock. To secure Grant
as the president of ihe road would naturally
ensure credit and capital to the company mat
no other man could secure.

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WOMEN IN THE SOUTH.

A Point of Honor Obscured in Dark Col-
or*—~How Slavery Has Cursed a Fair

Lend—Only One Way to Eeeapo Enin.

Yon published ia The News some weeks
ago a letter from the editor of the Boston
Herald, who has made a toar through the
south, in which he spoke at some length
of the jealousy with which soathern
men guarded the honor of their wo-
men. That editor was a very superficial
observer, or else he was disposed to paint al [
he saw in rosy colors. The subject is a deli-
cate one, and | approach it with hesitation,
but | have some very pertinent facts bearing
upon it which are of more value than opin-
ions of any one, and | will give them as
they present themselves to my mmd. 1 will
remark, prefatorially, that the preservation
of the honor of the southera woman depends
altogether on her color. With this kept in
view what follows may be better under-
stood.

There are seen upon the streets of Talla-
hassee, and in all other southern towns
where | bare beea, Iftrge numbers
of black and mulatto children, but very few
of clear white parentage. It is a marked
feature iu the population of all the towns
and cities. It may be so in the country also,
but I have not had the opportunity of form-
ing a correct conclusion as to its existence
there, My impression, from what | have
seen is that the purity of the races is better
preserved on the plantation than in the
towns, but | am not clear on this point. Now
for some facts:

A prominent attorney at the Tallahassee
bar, whose wife is a daughter of one of the
former governors of Florida, maintains an
establishment presided over by a mulatto
woman. He has more children in this
habitation than he has at home, and he
passes as much of his time there, | am told,
ss he does with his wife.

Some weeks ago | was sitting in front of a
liverv stable, waiting for a team to be made
ready, when my attention was called to five
likely mulatto children passing by. The
livery man, who is an old acquaintance from
Indiana, said to me: “The father of those
children was old —------ e ,” namin
him and the office he held in the governor’s
cabinet. ““He is dead now, and theéir mother
has to support all that dgroup ‘by her own
exertions.  What would the people of
Indiana think of keeping a man of that kind
in office?” Wi .

A prominent physician at Jacksonville,
descended from an old Spaaish family, n
year or two since married a young lady of
the same lineage. A grand wedding was
made and invited guests crowded the church
where the ceremonies were performed.
When the question was asked if any present
had any reason to %lve why the "man and
woman at the altar should not be made hus-
band and wife, a mulatto woman approached
bearing a child in her arms and leading an-
other by the hand, declaring they were the
doctor’s children, and she wanted them pro-
Tided for before he entirely disdarded her for
another, There was a most decided sen-
saiion and the woman was hustled out of
church, but she would talk and in loud
tones.

Lincoln was talking with Secretary Chase
about the action of our government in the
Trentaffair. The president was asking if
the secretary had heard of any opinions as to
the government’s coarse by prominent demo-
crats, when Mr. Chase said he understood Mr.
Stanton, who was then in Washington,
shared the opinion of the pieeident and up-
held the president's course. The president
then asked Mr. Chase if he had ever heard
how Mr. Stanton bad abased him (the presi-
dentjin the McCormick caseat Cincin'ati. Mr.
Chase replied that he had not,*nd the president
told how Mr. Stanton, being retained on the
same side os Mr. Lincoln, declined to consult
with him, saying he would have nothing to
do with the “long legged and long armed
aFe." “But,” said the president, as ne con-
cluded the story, “tell Mr. Stanton | would
like to see him.”  Within a few evenings
Mr. Stanton called at the White house. The
president told him_he had heard that his
visitor was upholding the legality and policy
of the government's course. ~ Mr* Stanton re-
Plled at some length, giving his reasons for
he opinion he held. ~ The™ president asked
him it he_would commit it to writing. Stan-
ton premised he would, and the interview
ended without any other subject than the
Trent affair being alluded to during the
whole of the evening. .It was within one or
two evenings afterward that Mr. Stanton
called with’ the mms. of his opinion as
requested. As he handed it to the president
the latter said, “Mr. Stanton, there is about
to be achange in my cabinet. Will you take
the place of secretary of war?” Mr.'Stauton
was much surprised, but before he left that
evening he had acceﬁted the position, and
during the next month, January 1882, he
went into the office.

COLORADO'WEATHER.

An Observer Telia of the Varieties of
Weather et Silver Cliff—A Storm la the
Mountains.

An Indianapolis man, now at Silver CIiff,
Colorado, writes to a friend here concerning
th# “Italy of America,” as it is called in the
novels written by passenger agents of west-
ern railroad lines. “When God male this
part of the world he was out of everything
except cacti, siivgr, prairie dog and skunk-
seed. He hid the silver among the rocks and
turned the skunks and prairie dogs loose to
decorate the Iandsca}?e and_add perfupte to
the passing bretze. There is not a tree or
sbmb growing within two miles of Silver
CIiff except a few stunted pinon trees near
the summit of Round mountain and 500 feet
above the town. Cacti, sedge, buffalo grass
and a few resinous plants are scattered over
the valley, which is from four to twelve
miles wide and seventy miles long. Graﬁe
creek meanders to the north and separates the
ftaugauche (pronounced Si-watch in the Mex-
ican jacka*s lingo of the country) range from
the Greenhorn range and eaters the South
Arkansas river near the month of the Grand
Canon, which is eo narrow at the bottom that
the river seems on edge, and the walls of
which rise nearly vertical 2,000 feet. Before
the water cut through the mountain barrier
and f irmed the Gratd Canon_ this was an
inland eea, warm and salt, which rapidly de-
composed the alkaline feldspar (which™ pre-
dominates in all the granite of the mountains
mound here) and furnished the enormous de-
posits of kaolin, (silicate of alumina) which
fill the valley from range to range at depths
of from a few inches to 500 feet, and convert-
ed all the sulphides of silver and native
silver into chlorides in which condition
it is found  over the valley.
Nearly all the valley mines are worked in
kaolin, and in the Innumerable dumps lie
thousands of tons of pure white kaolin, along-
side_of which Prof. E. T. Cox’s Lawrence
comity deposit would not be a pinch. We
are too near hell here to get sulphur cheap,
but |fasupp(|jy could be had, alum could be
manufactured without cost for the alumina.
Six miles to the west of us lies the Sangre de
Christo range of the mountaius, on the sum-
mits of which the snow and ice endure fot-
ever, and there is nothing strange in this, as
as itsiows up there every month in the year.
1 came to this place in July, and had not
here ft week before snevp, rain and Bunshiue
occurred simultaneouslly, and all withia the
ran%e of my eyes. All our storms originate
to the south ot us, and come down th$ Thllcy
on their way to the MUEeiSBiPoi Vallﬁy. Our
furnace is situated on a slight bluff a few
gards from Grape Creek and about halfway

etween the Greenhorn range on the east
and the Sangre de Christo (literally Blood of

Christ) range on the west. | havestood here

at our'furnace in sunshine hotter than the

crown sheet of the infernal regions and seen
it raining on the foot hills four miles west,
and at the same moment watched the driv-
ing snow up on the range not over six miles
away. At present (October 31) the Sangre
de Christo range is clad in its stark, white,
gAarmg, winter shirt of snow clear down to
the foot hills three or four feet deep: The
rainy season begins here about the middle of
July and lasts until the first of September,
and during that lime it rains every day. The
early morning is delightful; by 9 a. in., the
sun shines so hot you think a shady spot ia
hades would be refreshing; by nhoon the
wind starts up and blows north;
bP/lJJ. m. the southern sky is black with
clouds—they usually hug the Sangre range,
and by 2 p. m. tfie wind is howling pastas
if in a hurry to get to the north pole. Short-
ly after it rains, rarely all over the valley,
unless arival storm comes down the Green-
horn side and crosses ovtr to see what is the
matter on the Sangre. The middle of last

August 1 was up on the Sangre range, near

Havden’s pass, about 3,000 feet above this

and above the timber line. | noticed a verv

black cloud swooping down through the
pass from San Louts valley towards this, the

Wet Mountain valley. The cloud was below

us, the top, in the glaring sun, looked like a

rolling mass of smoke. At the same time

the regular daily foot hill sprinkler was
traveling peacefully northward on its
usual route. The  two storms = met
lust where the pass debouches into this val-
ley. They turned toward each otheras they
approached, each seeming to grow blacker
and more humid, as if eager for the coutlict.

One of the latest is
that celery is a cure for rheumatism; indeed,
it is asserted that the disease is impossible if
the vegetable be cooked and freely eaten.
The fact that it is almost always put on the
table raw prevents its therapeutic powers
from becoming known. The celery should
be cut into bits, boiled in water until soft,
and the water drunk by the patient. Put
new milk, with a_little Hour and nutmeg,
into a saucepan with the boiled celery, serve
itwarm with pieces of toast, eat it with
potatoes, and the painful ailment will soon
yield. Such is the declaration of a physi-
cian who has again and again tried the
experiment, and with uniform success. He
adds that cold or damp never produces™but
simply develops the disease, of which acid
blood’is the primary and sustaining cause,
ard that while the’blood is alkaline, there
can be neither rheumatism nor gout. En%-
lish statistics show that in one “year (1876)
3,640 _Persons_ died of rheumatism,’and every
case, it is claimed, might have been cured or
prevented by the adoption of the remedv
mentioned. At least two-thirds of the cases
named heart disease are ascribed to rheuma-
tism and its agonizing ally, fgout. Small pox,
eo much dreaded, is not half so destructive as
rheumatism, which.it is maintained by many
physicians, can be prevented by obeying na-
ture’s laws in diet  But if you have incurred
it, boiled celery is pronounced unhesitatingly
to be a specific.

SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS.

Attorney General Woollen’s Opinion as to
the Time They Hay be Collected—Jadge
EllioU’s Opinion ina Case Submitted to

im.

The matter of making special, or treasur-

er's assessments of property — withheld
from  taxation ~is  attracting  con-
siderable  attention  throughout the

state now, from the fact that in many
comities “tax_detectives” are employed to
discover and list property not returned by the
owner. Attorney General Woollen = has
written the followiig to C. P. Ferguson, of
Charleston, Clarke county, in reply to inqui-
ries on this subject:

1 have no doubt but that the treasurer, uner sec-
tion 94, haa a right to aaaess any omitted ﬁroperty
withbut regard to time, exce;) perhaps _he could
not go_back of the act of 187J. 'There ia no pre-
sumption in favor of the oooi‘ruction that the
bgialature Intended to release Uxes upon (?roperty,
aad lection 94 la general in its terms, and sections
261 and 264 are restrlctod to a certain mode of plac-
ing them on the duplicate. | have had my atten-
tion called to this before, and the foregoing ia the
gpinlon | have formed on the subject.

A case involving this point was tried in the
superior -court in September, S. Hanway,
suing Harris Tyner, to recover Uxes on ai
assessment made by the treasurer of Tipton
county. Judge Elliott held that such an as-
sessment can only be valid when made ia the
manlier and within the time designated by
the law. A substantial compliance with the
statute must. _be shown to enti-
tle the plaintiff to recover. Section
263 of the assessment law is au express lim-
itation of the power to make special assess-
ments; section 263. When any such special
assessment is not returned to the county
treasurer on or before the 1st of March next
after it is due, the same mar be returned on
or before the 1st of March succeeding the
year; and if not then returned it “shall
oe considered barred, unless return is pre-
vented by an injunction or order,” etc. It is
a familiar rule of construction that all words
must, if possible, be given effect. It
is not only possible to give these
words effect, but .it is very ap-
parent the Ieg_ll_slature intended they should
nave effect. "That there should be some
limitation upon the power to go back aad
assess unlisted property is quite apparent,and
the legislature have fixed the limitation at
the period designated in their action., The
opinion further says that the repeal of all
former acls completely destroys the right to
collect taxes and enable by former laws.

Board of Alderman.

At the meeting of the board of alderman
last night the pefition of the property owners
in the vicinity of Highland and Market
streets, asking for a change of grade was
referred to the judiciary committee, civil
engineer and city attorney. The routine
business of the council was concurred in.

KI*t*»'* K*talU Meat Market Destroyed
by Tire—Insuranee.

At a few minute* of 2 o'clock this morn-
in(l;. » Sr* w»* discovered in Kingan's new
retail meat shop, at the end of Maryland «t.
An alarm from box 48 was immediately
sounded and the fire department was
promptly on hand. Within fire minutes
after the alarm struck there were three
streams of water pouring on the bnilding,
and in lees than half an hour the
tire  was  completely under control.
To the efficient 'management of Chief
Pendrrgast, seconded by the well directed
efforts of the waterworks company, is due
the raving of a long line of frame buildings
connecting the meat shop with the packing
house*, where nothing could prevent a
wholesale distraction. The damage is vari-
ously estimated at from $10,060 to $15,000.
andis covered by the following insurance,
in the "companiés of Barnard k Saylea:
$5,000 with the Home, of New York; $4,500
With the Commercial Union, of London, and
$3,000 with the Glenn's Valley of New
York. The insurance Was upon the building,
stock and fixtures. The adjustment was begun
this afternoon, and as soon as completed the
rebuilding will commence’. In the mean-
while a temporary shop has been improvised
in one of the frame buildings, and meat will
be sold and orders filled before to-night, =No
one can tell bow the fire originated, the night
watchmen saw the flames and sounded the
alarm. The fire completely gutted the
shop. = The fixtures, “meats and
everything in the rooms, from the rafters to
the floor, were entirely destroyed. The ma-
chinery room, where sausage was made,
escaped with little or no injury.. The cellars
were full of lard and pork,  which were not
appreciably damaged. The accounts and
books were in the safe and therefore unin-
jured. The walls of the building are in good
condition and, except in one place, will need
no repairing. General acauley told
a News reporter that Kingan's pork
house has long been the poorest protected
piece of property in the city. A six inch
main connects the grounds "with the water
works, and is tapped by three hydrants only,
while it .should have™ been surrounded by
them. The ﬁroprietors have told him several
times that they bad their own fire protection
and didn’t ever expect to call on the depart-
ment. In reference to a_report in a morning
paper regarding the failure of the water-
works company to furnish water, he said
that one hydrant was so near the flames that
it could not be used.
