Ism and_undue bias toward subsidiary
companies and against_smaller cor-
porations; that It permitted an elec-
tric company to make retroactive
rates; that 1t permitted a railway
company to put into effect seven
different rates, and that It discrimi-
ntated between different municipal-
ities.

Counsel for dismissed members
said he would appeal to the courts
from the Governor’s action on_the
grzround that he had usurped judicial
unctions.
