South
iBend, Lafayette, 't. Wayne and Marion.
{The certificates were addressed to re
leruiting stations in those cities and posts
ihave been instructed by I. Russell New-
gent, state adjutant, to ascertaln from the
stations the number of memorials they
are to present.
