PROPOSES CASH
BONUS OF SSOO

Privates’ Legion Airs Its Views
Before Committee.

* WASHINGTON, March s.—lssuance of
cash grant of SSOO to veterans of

tne w'orld war was advocated today by
Marvin Gates Sperry, commander of the
Private Soldiers’ and Sailors’ legion be-
fore the bouse ways and means co t(\nlt-
tce. considering soldier aid legislation.

Sperry scored the plan of the American
legion for granting aid according to the
number of months of service.

“The boys who fought in the world
war do not want their reward based on
at so-much- a-day-plan, he declared.

“The private soldiers' and Bailors’ le
gion is in favor of the Sherwood bill,
which grants the flat SSOO bonus. Pass
that bill and pass it promptly.

“Profiteers made $12,000,000,000 during
the war. It would not hurt them to give
up $2,000,000,000 of this for the soldiers
who made it possible for them to make
this money.

“Congress has been most unfair. The
remittance of $400,000,000 of interest an-
nually due on foreign obligations proves
the government la not weak financially.”

Already sympathetic citizens hare be-
gun to collect it fund to assist the son
and grandmo be.\ Colored organizations
have taken nil interest In the case and are
busy collecting money to het.> the
drowned man's boy.

When an effort was originally made
to collect money for flowers, the kind-
hearted donors boosted the funds great-
ter than was expected, and tbe surplus
money, as well as additional donations,
will be given the Sullivan boy.

Mrs. Sullivan, when asked whether she
wanted the money spent for flowers, or
would prefer tbe cash, said .Tames
needed shoes and clothing, and wguld
accept the money.

Plan* have beeen made by colored cit-
izens of the Y. M. C. A. to have colored
ministers in the city make an appeal tn
thejr churches for contributions to the
Sullilvan fund. Colored school children
are expected to Increase the purse.

Several persons Interested lu the case
have laid plans to notify the directors
of the Carnegie hero fuad commission,
with the expectation that rellefe may be
secured from that organization.
