‘BASIS OF RELIGION’

“Religlon and medicine are questions
of vital import to all mankind,” sald
Willis F. Gross, member of the Christian
Sclence board of lectureship, addressing
a large audience at the Murat theater
yesterday afternoon. He was introduced
by Miss Josephine Robinson on behalf of
the three Christlan Science churches of
this city.

They have been vital questions from the
earliest periods of human history and the
search for & more satisfying religion snd

more successful method of healing dis-
ease has gone on continually. Today
there are hundreds of religious denomina-
tions and well nigh countless professions
of faith, all of which are constantly
changing with the progress of human ex-
perience. On the other hand the various
theories as to the cause and cura of dis-
ease, advanced by scores of medical
schools, are changing so rapidly it is ex-
ceedingly difiicult to keep pace with them.
BEvery change is deemed progress by the
adsccates of material methods of healing,
and the person who hesitates to accépt
eny new theory advanced {s considered
behind the times. It can be eeriously
questioned, however, whether the theories
of today are in advance of those of yes-
terday, if they are to be judged by re-
sults accomplished.

There are many hopeless invalids who
would gladly exchange all their worldly
possessions for the prioecless blessing or
gocd health. They have tried every
known material remedy snd tested every
method of healing, but all to no purpose.
When all earth'y things have falled and
there is not a ray of hope to lighten the
darkness, the sick have frequently voiced
thelr anguish in the language of the
prophet, “Is there no balm in Gilead; is
there no physician there?”

FAILURE OF MEDICINE
INJURY TO FAITH.

Thus the fallure.of material remedies
to heal has caused not a few persons to
lose faith In the efMcacy of spiritual
teachings and while it may seem strange
that one should lose faith in religion be-
cause medicine had failed to restore him
to healtly vet such is the fact and it has
come about in this way, Many persons
have turned to religion, after the skill of
physicians has been exhausted, hoping they
might find in the teachings of the church
something that would help them. When
thar asked why they we not healed of
thelr infirmities, they w it was
evidently God's will for t n to suffer
They were assured that th affliction
would in some way work out great spirit-
ual good for them and for this reason they
should be resigned to the divine will

evil is not In accord with generally ac-
cepted theories because this Science denies |
the reality of that which claims existeuce
apart from God. The understanding of
the reality and supremacy of good demon-
strates the nothingness of evil and so es-
tablishes health, harmony and success on
an enduring basis, The problem of evil
has been a perplexing one throughout the
centuries and few persons have reached
a cencluson satisfactory even to them-
selves. Having accepted evil as a reality, |
men hawe labored in vaii to account for
its origin. The belief that evil is a real |
entity implies one of two things; oither[
evil is seif-existent or God made it. To |
accept the first propostion Is to declare
that there is more than one creator, and
this {s‘an emphatic denial of the funda-
mental teaching of Christianity, while to
afirm that God created evil, or made it
posaible, 1s to say that evil is good, for the
Scriptures declare that “God saw every
thing that he had made, and, behold, it
was very good.”

When this
conclusion is reached it is understood that
evil possesses neither intelligence, power,
nor reality. On this basis it is possble
to demonstrate the nothingness of evil
and to deliver humanity from sin, disease
and, suffering.

To deny the reality of evil is not eon-
trary to the teachings of the Scriptures,
as some aver. On the other hand it has
been demonstrated with sclentific certainly
that an intelligent rejection of evil gives
one dominion over evil not to be gained
in_any other way. Jesus sald to his dls-
ciples, I am the way, the truth and the
life: ne man cometh unto the Father, but
by me.” He taught that the way to the
Father is not through bellef in the reality
of evil, but through the understanding of
God, good, as the only power, cause and
creator. He taught men to think and
do good. To the extent that one does
good, he muakes nothing of evil, for good
and its supposed opposite can not ve
place in the human consclousness at the
same time.

REALITY OF GOOD
KEYNOTE OF TEACHING.

The reality of good was the keynote of
the Master's teachings. He required im-
plicit obedlence to the law of good at all
times, His teachings leave no room or
opportunity for the Indulgence of evil,
He taught men to love even thelr enemlies,
If one has the ebiding consclousness of
3 a8 Love he will manifest love and he
sxperience none of the ill effects that

t fre a sense of hatred. Jesus
demonstrated that evil 1s to be overcome
with good; it is impossible to gain the
victory over evil In any other way.

The illusion of evil always seems real to
a false senss, but sense testimony regard-
ing evil should never be accepted. 1Is

In his epistle to the KEphesians, Paul
writes, "“For by grece are yo saved
through faith; and that not of yourselves:
it is the gift of God.” It is through faith
that man is brought Into harmopy with the
law of God and recelves according to his
deserving. Faith Is that quaiity of
thought which elevates human exlstence
above the falsities of mortal bellef. It is
evil, the supposed opposite of good, which
seems to make man a sinner and an in-
valld. When the evil sense, or sense of
evil, 18 deatroyed, the effects of eovil dis-
appear for there is nothing to prolong
the fllusion. This is true of the evil of
sickness as well an of the evil of sin.
PRAYER OF FAITH
AND GOOD RESULT,

The Christianly sclentific method of
treating disease and sin meets the human
need today as surely as it healed the sick
and reformed the sinner in the first cen-
tury of the Christian era. The apostle
James left a word of instruction which
was intended for all men in all ages and
not merely for those who lived iIn his
day. In the fifth chapter of his epistle
we read: “Is any sick among you? let
him call for the elders of the chureh; and
let them pray over him, anointing him
with ofl in the names of the Lord: amd
the prayer of falth shall saye the ﬂc)z
and the Lord shall raise nim up; an
{f he have committed sins ‘hey shall be
forgiven him.”

No distinction is made between typesnd
or forms of dlseass, The method of prao-
tice here outiined will suffice in one case
as well as another. Jesus did mot teach
that some dleeases are curable and others
incurable; on the contrary he healed all
manner of physical and morel infirmities
and taught his followers to do llkewlse,

James instructed the sick to “eall for
the elders of the church.” It is evident
bhe A4id not mean that the sick should
appeal only to thoss who had bsen elect-
QX or appointed to msome officlal position
in the church organization, for in the
same epistle he telis them to pray one
for another that they might be healed.
By the élders of the church, the apostle
must have meant those who were ad-
venced in epiritual understanding; those
who had gained such a grasp of the
teachings of Jesus as would enable them
to do the healing works which he de-
clared would be done by all who under-
stood him.

“Let them pray over him, anointing him
with ofl in the name of the Lord.” These
worda should not be' interpreted as- in-
dorsing the use of material remedies. The
oll had nothing whatever to do with the
healng. It should be regarded as but the
sign and symbol of that spiritual anoint-
ing which cleanses and purifies. Jesus
once anointed the eyes of a blind man
with clay and sent him to wash in the
pool of Siloarmn. Whatever the lessen the
Master sought to teach on this oococasion,
surely no one belleves it was the olay
which opened the eyes of one who had
been born blind, or that Jesus here
showed his approval of the use of mate-
rial means for bkealing. If such had been
his {ntentlon there would have been
some reference to it In his teachings and
kis followers would have bheen carefully
instructed on a matter of such vital im-
portance.
