on the aeroplane rotary ventilator and
that the amount of money paid by the
Indianapolis school board for the three
ventilators used ou School No. 59 was
substantially below the standard price
for these ventilators, or for any standard j
ventilators of the rotary type.”

Mr. Jordan, however, does not dispute j
the statement that his ventilators, as
well as other materials, were purchased
without advertising or competitive bid-
ding as the law requires.
