GARY NOW CITY
OF 55,344 PERSONS

GARY, Ind., April 20.—Fourteen years
ago Sunday Gary celebrated her first
birthday.

Today the census bureau announced
the population of tbe "magic steel city”
at 55,344.

In 1910, when Gaiy’s first and last cen-
sus was taken, the population was 16.-
802. Since 1910 Gary's population has in-
creased 38,512, an increase of 229.4 per
cent.

Gary claims tbe greatest pqr cent In-
crease thus far by the census bureau.r fbe property valuation of Gary, in
which the greatest steel mills of the
world are situated, is $130,434,433.

Ten years ago the property valuation
'was $19,000,000.

Today the total banking resources of
Gary’s nine banks is $15,000,000 and the
total deposits Is $11,000,000.

Ten years ago seven Gary banks were
struggling along trying to keep pace
with the mushroom city with total re-
sources of $1,550,000.

Senator Johnson declared that this
country must get back to the fundamen-
tals of the constitution and that the laws
which were passed during the war cen-
tralizing the power of the government
in the executive department must be re-
pealed.

In discussing the high cost of living
Senator Johnson said he knew of no
panacea that will suffice, but he said
it is within tbe power of the administra
tion to find the weak links between the
producer and the consumer and to strive
to change them.

He also said that the “saturnalia of
extravagance” in Washington Is con-
tributing to high living costs.

The maintenance of a large army also
is a contributory cause of the high cost
of living, he said.

Senator Johnson declared that the
army proposed by tbe administration is
five times as large as necessary In peace
time.

He said that tlfe deflation of Talues
and an increase in production probably
would bring about a reduction in the
cost of living, but that he does not know
how these may be accomplished.

"In the meantime," he said, “we can
run the gamut of the scale and we can
find just where there is profiteering in
this land, and we can ascertain where
the profiteering is by running the scale
scientifically from the inllial production
to the ultimate consumer.

“We will take the profiteer, as he ought
to be taken, treat him as the traitor bo
is. and punish him as he ought to be
punished, and stop perhaps something
of the high cost of living."
