CODE FOR STATE

Architects’ Body Starts Pro-
ject at Monthly Session.

Following a talk by John Q. Adams of
Columbus, O., formerly of the department
of inspection of the division of work-
shops, factories and public buildings of
Ohio, the Indianapolls Architects’ associ-
