Irvington Property Owners Urge
E. Washington Tracks Be Paved

Demands that a ten-year-old contract of the Indianapolis Street Rail-
way Company to pave the car tracks In East Washington street between
Aududon road and Sheridan avenue be fulfilled at once were made today
by a delegation of Irvington property owners who appeared before the
board of public works.

The board aeknowledged the necessity
and justice of the claims of the delegru
tion and said every effort would be made
to force the street car company to per-
form the work promptly.

The delegation, headed by Arthur C.
lioblnson, explained to the board that
for a decade the street car company
bad offered excuses instead of services
in performance of this contract, and
that the present pavement was seriously
damaged by permitting the elements to
undermine the highway.

"Citizens of Irvington have already
giTen $32,000 and more, actually donated
that amount to the street car company to
secure service and for ten years the car
company 'has ignored Its" duty In this
job,” said Mr. Robinson.

Dr. Henry Jameson, president of the
board of directors of the street car com-
pany, appeared before the board during
the discussion of the situation, and when
confronted by the delegation and the
board promised relief within a month,
pleading urgent need of downtown track
work to improve street conditions for the
coming Associated Advertising Clubs of
the World convention.

The board also ordered the street ear
company to repair the intersections at
Pennsylvania and Ohio streets before the
convention time.

A petition, signed r>y a large number
of College avenue patrons of the street
car company, presented to the board, ask-
ing for Improved service between Twen-
ty-seventh street and Thirtieth street,
was referred by the board to the street
car company for adjustment.

The hoard approved placing signs on
the city bridges limiting weight of loads
permitted to pass over the bridges.

lngton office that I would remain in
office only until things were easier.”

While the esact details of the policy
to be followed by the department in
solving the present sugar crisis, as well
as handling profiteers, has not been an-
nounced, Mr. Wyckoff said it will un-
doubtedly “have a firm hold on the
conditions.”

“I am not t liberty to make any
divulgence of the discussions of that
