
PROTEST RAISES
INRAIL RATES

Indiana Chamber of Commerce
~ Guards State Interests.
Strong protest will he registered by

the Indiana State Chamber of Commerce
at the hearing neat Monday before the
public sendee commission of the per'-
tlon of the railroads of Indiana for
increases in Intrastate rate* to conform
to Increases granted by the interstate
commerce commission in trterstate rates.

Co-operation In the protest will be
given the state chamber by a number of
■local commercial organizations, individ-

. uals and firms throughout Indiana.
‘ In discussion the attitude of the state
chamber, B. R, Inman, manager, and R.
B. Coapstick, head of the freight and
traffic department, pointed out that the

. mere fact that the interstate commerce
■ commission had granted the carriers a
material increase in interstate freight
rates, does not necessarily mean that
the Indiana public service commission is
.warranted in granting similar increases
‘in intrastate rates.

Under ordinary conditions, they said,

■ snch action might be justifiable; but cer-
tain extraordinary conditions affecting

* Indiana shippers demand consideration
hefore a blanket rate increase should be
authorized by the Indiana commission.

In the protest filed by the state cham-
ber it is poihted out that certain inequal-
ities In freight rates, discriminating
against Indiana shippers and to the un-
due advantage of Illinois shippers, should
be adjusted before the proposed blanket
rate increase is granted.

The protest also sets ont that “many
of the Indiana coal rates are excessive
aid unreasonable, especially tbe so-called
short hauls and the rate into the gas
belt territory; that the Indiana coal rates

> unjustifiably honeycombed with in-
t equalities, so much so that they are in

! violation of sections 5537 and 5544 of
Burns' revised statutes of 1914, and that

i to permit the increase to the coal rates
I proposed by the carriers before such
rates are brought to the proper level and

* the discrimination removed, would per-
petuate a violation of the statutes men-
tioned and result in a further unjust bur-
den to Indiana interests.”

The protest, defining the attitude of
the state chamber, as sent to the public
service commission, follows:

In the matter of the increase in freight
rates now being asked by the steam
roads in this state, the state chamberof commerce respeetfullv submits for
your consideration, the following.

That while this organization is not inpossession of the facts which would en
able It to t-av what the percentage of
Increase should be, it does recognize thatj the railroads need more revenue andwithout it the transportation system ofthe country will break down and, in that
event, tbe general public would be the
most serious sufferer.

I Decree commission is recommending forj. this territory, is based upon a thorough
> inquiry into the railroad needs; in that

behalf the Indiana state chambei of
ccifiimerce respectfully calls attention to
this: , . .

There must be a scientific, uniform
basts upon which to adjust the burden
to the needs of the railroads, and to the
ability of the shipper and consumer
to carry their part of the burden, and
that before that portion of tbe increased
rates recommended by the interstate
commerce commission is applied, es-
pecially to certain low-grade commodi-
ties. such as coal, building stone, brick,
sand and gravel, possibly some others,
there should be a thorough readjustment
of the Intrastate rates now applying to
these commodities, some of which are
so inequitable that they operate unjustly
and Illegally against certain shippers
and certain localities.*

The particular commodity and locality
thus affected will in all probability be
presented before your body by way of
separate petitions asking for such ad-
justment In the hearing shortly to be
had by your body.

In other words, the undersigned re-
spectfully protests against laying down
the recommended increase or any portion
of it upon existing inequalities.

The undersigned would further re-
spectfully call attention to the fact that
it is currently reported that the public
service commission of the state of Illi-
nois has not granted to the railroads in
that state, the full increase recommended
by the interstate commerce commission,
and under the circumstances the under-
signed believes it would be not only
unwise but greatly to the prejudice of
the Indiana shippers if any increase
should be allowed by voor body on
class fates in excess of the increase
granted or to be granted by the state
of Illinois, especially as applied to that
portion of the state of Illinois now un-
derstood to be in competition with the
state of Indiana; that to grant in thi.
state an increase In excess of that al-
lowed by the state of Illinois would be
to surrender in a great measure what
was won by this state in the late In-
diana-Illinois freight rate case, in the
prosecution of which your commission
and the undersigned actively partici-
pated.
