CUT IN GENERAL FUND

FA 2.cent reditetion in the State tax rate
was ordered today by the State Board of
Tax Commissioners.

The reduction
next year from 22 cents, as pseviously
ordered by the board, down to 20 cents
on each $100 of assessed valuation.

This is an Increase of 2 cents over the
rate or last year.

The reduction from the previous order
was made In the general fund.

The 4-cent increase recently ordered ap-
plied t6 various other funds is not al-
tered by the new ruling.

In an explanatory statement issued im
. connection with the reduction, the board
| says that the “administration of State af-
Ifairs proper is costing the State-nothing
and Is providing a surplus of fees"” under
ithe present administration.

It states further that the revenue de<
rived from taxation is now epent wholly
for benevolent institutions, sehools aand
highways. :

It does not point out, however, the
enormous increase In expenditures for
these latter purposes if the circumstances
cited are correct.

The statement follows:

‘“The State Board of Tax Commissioners
today took up the reconsideration of the
State tax rate,

“Owing to payments made_into the
State treasury from some of -the State
Institutions just prior to the end of the
fiscal year, Sept. 30, and of which there
was no previous owledge, the condi-
tion of the State finances was very sub-
stantially affected thereby.

“Upon representation to the Governor
by the auditor of State of the foregoing

Mr. Wyckoff reffised to make publie
the names of the commission merchants
who have permitted their goods to stand
on the tracks during this period because
he said he believed that according to law,
he must not reveal the names unless di-
rect charges are brought.

The reports of the number of cars
standing on tracks for periods of more
| than five days will be a daily feature of
| the investigation feod conditions in
| Indianapolis by the Department of Jus-
tice.

According to the report, four cars of
perishables have:.been on the tracks six
days, four cars seven days, five cars nine
days, one car ten days, one car elevem
{ days and one car thirteen days.
| The commission men complain that the
rallroads bunch their shipments in such
a way that it is impossible to unload
them within a reasonable time.

An embargo agalust commission
houres which fail to vnload perishable
fooc yroducts from cars in raliroad yards
is plunned by railroad companies.
