son for the people should be made plain,
so that If the people desire, they may
express a contempt themselves for the
men who cynically betray them.

SECOND LETTER
WRITTEN JULY .

Following that letter Senator Johnson
again sent one to Mr. Mote July 9. It
was written on the stationery of the
United States Senate committee on Cu-
ban relations, and is as follows:

My Dear Carl: Day before yesterday.
Just after the conclusion of the Deeo-
cratlc convention, I issued a statement
construing the two platforms and upon
the great principle involved stated my
position. I enclose herewith copy.

For eighteen months I devoted all of
my energy and vitality to what I deem
to be the paramount Issue In this cam-
paign. In some small measure I have
contributed to the result in the Senate
and to the present condition of the sen-
timent of the country. We have, for
the moment, averted what we thought
was a real peril. I was quite in earnest
when, during the campaign, I said re-
lieatedly that I would make almost any
sacrifice to prevent the Wilson Leogue
of Nations from being foisted upon the
Republic. I feel that the last great
battle on the subject is before us, andthat the contest finally comes to the peo-
ple themselves.

In the statement, which I enclose, I j
have endeavored very briefly to show
that the Republican platform takes Its
stand against the league, even with res-
ervations, and the Democratic party
frankly is for it. The situation thus pre
sented leaves, to one like myaeif, who
has lived with the same issue and made
It a part of himself, but one course topursue, and that Is, of course, to pin-
brace the Republican platform.

that I am in political life. I shall do this.
I know no better place to commence than
In your State. 1 would like to makeplain, aa you did in your communlca-'tion to the “Star,'' how the individual
who represented the Republican party at
Chicago contemptuously said, “The peo-
ple of Indiana be damned,” and delib-
erately and designedly violated every
tenet of good faith and trusteeship.

It does not make any difference howJim Watson may have voted at Chicago,lie went there pledged by your State
convention and your people to GeneralWood. From the Instint he arrived he
was endeavoring to destroy Wood, and.of course, myself. He was In the cabalthat finally nominated Harding. Indeed,
he was the willing supereerviceable toolfor the more cunning rneu who have ever
pulled the strings for him to dance Inhie little political life.
