necessary. You say In your telegram
that you will accept reservations that
“will clearly state to our associates in
the league that Congress and Cougtss
alone has the right to declare war,” and
that “our constitution sets up limits in
legislation or treaty making beyond
which we can not go.”

That, it seems, is what you are willing
to do about article 10. Well, it is abso-
lutely nothing. Everybody knows al-
ready that only Congress has the right
to declare war. and that there are limits
to legislation and treaty making power.
All governments of all civilized nations
know it. You accomplish nothing by
telling them of it again.

Thé trouble about giving the guarantee
provided in article 10 s that the making
of a treaty containing it is a solmn
assurance to all the nations that it is
within the treaty making power, and
that the promise to make war binds
Congress as fully as it binds ail other
members of our Government to maintain
the plighted faith of ihe United States.
In all governments the power to de-
clare war rests scmewhere, and an agree-
ment to make war is an agreement that
the power shall ba so exercised by the
officers in whom it rests. A refusal by
Congress to pass the necessary resolution
wou!d simply be a breach of the treaty.
