Riley Mullen-
dore and Henry Gillen, proprietor of
soft drink parlors and cigar stores.

The men are charged with bribery.

with accepting bribe money.

The arrests yesterday were made fol-
lowing grand jury Indictments and It
is said the investigation of certain offi-
cials who are said to have accepted
graft money is to be taken up at once.

The men arrested are charged with
paying money to officials to obtain im-
munity from arrest, while they carried
