JUBILEE OVER
NEW PARK GIFT

Richard Lieber Advises Hoo-
siers to See Indiana and
Know Their Own State.

SAND DUNES COME NEXT

MADISON, Ind., Nov. 17.—“The scenery
of Indians is a material and lplrltunl.
assett—Ip is a natural resource,” u!d,
Richard ILieber, director of conservation |
fn Indiana, speaking before citizens or«
Madison and Jefferson Countles, in this |
city last night. |

The mass gathering was held under|
the auspices of John Paul Chapter, D,
A, R., and was a celebration of the gift|
of Clifty Falls and 600 acres of land sur- |
rounding it, to the State by the people|
of the city of Madison and Jeﬂeuon|
County, to be mneernd as a State park. |

With this gift Indiana now nas Lhree
State parks, comprising Turkey Run, 288
acres; McCormick’s Creek Canyon, 360.
acres, and Clifty Falls, 600 acres.

“Indiana has a great future as a tour- |
ist State,” declared Mr. Lieber, “because |
it has a greater variety of scenery than |
any other State. It has better roads
now and more are to be improved in
the future, which will make all parts of |
the State easily accessible.

Comparing Indlana to a minlature of
the United States, Mr. Lieber said: “You
find industry in the north, agriculture
in the south. Coal and ofl flelds are|
similarly situated., There are lakes ‘n
the north, plains in the middle west|
and a remnant of forests in the south.
It has a north and south population,
with a division of north and south
speech. Our slogan should be ‘See In-|
diana first and know your own State'"”

Mr. Lieber pointed out that a small
beginning was made in the centennial
Jear by the creation of State parks. The
significance of this enterprise will not
be fully understood in our time, much
a8 the movement itself has found en-
thusiastic support from all of the people, |
he sald. He predicted the time will|
come, however, when the creation ot
State parks In our own time wll] be
considered a matter of course and only
wonderment expreesed that we did not
bave the foresight to have set aside more
of the still avallable scenery for such |
purpose.

MORE LAND SHOULD
COME UNDER CONTROL.

“The State contains approximately
twenty-three milljon scres of land and
water. As State reservations, so far, we |
have only the State forests in Clark
County of 2,200 acres; key Run Park |
of 288 acres; McCormic Creek Canyon
Park of 360 ac As leased property
we have the I Experiment Station
near Waveland in Montgomer; ty of |
500 acres That is a pittance. We|
should bhave half a million acres at least
of State forest lands for it has been
demonstrated beyond a doubt

“Besides this land, the State ought 19|
bave, for recreational purposes, absolute
control and preferably direct ownership
of the Sand Dunes and of a number of
our beautiful lakes, Whenever these w
ftems are mentioned, end whenever the
absolute need for at least this much has |
been clearly shown, the matter is dis
posed of because it would cost milllons of
dollars. Of course it wonld. A program
of this size may cost twenty or twenty-
five million dollars. Some day it will be
carried out and most likely then, ten
times the price will be pald.

“Much has been sald for the desirabil
ity of preserving the sand dunes In|
some form or other. It is plainly the |
duty of the States to rescue this land of
unsurpassed beauty and protect it for
all time to come. While teachers and |
preachers, nature lovers and artists, so
elsl welfare workers and have |
worked for the preservation of the dune |
land, eminently practical business mez
bhave in the mean been busily en- |
gaged at removing whole hillsides of |
sand for the purpose of track elevationm |
and for cash. During this time the great
mass ¢ people has indolently looked on.

“There are many reasons why the dunes |

stould be saved. According to sclen-
tists our own Indiana sand dunes are
the finest in the world, They are the
most accessible dunes possess extremely
interesting fauna and flora; offer un-
paralleled opportunities to observe the
action of wind and its Influence on sand
and plant life. The T.ake Michigan
beach is beautiful and offers bathing fa-
ellitles to a multitude; recreational
uses are unlimited.”

Mr. Lieber sald his department had
in mind a park of eight miles of shore
front by one and a half miles in depth
in the dunes. The frontage would be so
selected that industrial or municipal ex-
pansion would not be interfered with. He
contended that while industrial expan-
sion will not be interfered with in ex-
ploiting the dunes as a State park, the
life of industry, let alone expansion
thereof might suffer grievously without
the soclal safety value such as State
parks serve in our economic life.

Mr. Lieber said the cost of such a |
park enterprise should not be borne out |

of the general fund of the State. Rather
the Legislature should appropriate one
million dollars upon the contingency
that through private efforts at least a
like sum be raised and put at the dis-
posal of the department of conservation.

“If that object is accomplished the
sum total of human happiness and sat-
isfaction will have been
ereased. ' Clvilized governments are dls-

STREAM POLLUTION
MENACE TO HEALTH.

The speaker touched upon tlhe sub-
ject of stream pollution as being a seri-
oue menace to the health of our people
He showed that the streams of Indiana
are rightfully the playground of the
people of small means. Fifty years ago |
he said Indiana streams abounded In
fish; today despite all efforts of the State
to the contrary, fish are so scarce they
are prohibited from belng caught for
sais. Pollution he claimed not only kiils |
the aquatic life, but assects the water
so am to prevent further fish life,

«It has long since become unlawful |
and mnsanitary to use the public high-
ways as a depository of garbage and
filth, for it is unsanitary, crude and
wasteful. Modern civilization does not
permit it. Yet we still continue to use
the streams and waterways as a run-
off a sewage and manufacturing offal
to the detriment of public health and
with a consequent loes of much valu-
able material |

“The pollution of streams has {ts
counterpart in the smoke nuisance. The
lJaws made against either are much of
the same kind and the enforcement is
generally directed in the helplessness of
the situation against a few gulity indl- |
viduals. |

“Cliffty Falls is the equal, if not the
peer, of our State park system. The peo-
ple of tnis community are to be congrat- |
ulated !n their foresightedness and in-
terest in the welfare of their future gen-
erations. It is now up to the department
of conservation to develop it. I wish to
especially acknowledge the work of the |
Madison Courier in obtaining Clifty |
Falls.”
