Then the tele-
phone bell Intruded and there waa brief
conversation, the Joyous timbre of tho
girl’s voice fading as she spoke briefly.
Mrs. Talbert said she did not know the
young man and sconted the theory that
the unhappy conversation had caused the
girl to take her life.
