South Sea Maids
Lure 2 Marines Into

Unusual Adventure
AfterPerilous Sea Voyage and

Marriage American Youths
Face Desertion Charge.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 17.—Two South
Sea maids, singing the siren song of
their native tropical setting, have Just
led a pair of American marines into in
adventure that Included a perilous sea
voyage, marriage and then arrest for
desertion. And it hasn’t ended yet.

Naval authorities here today were con-
sidering the romantic case of Corporal
Wi! mV. Dawson, 22, of Walnut, Ala.,
and Sergt. Everett E. Clifton, 22, of
Winona, Minn., stationed in the Marine
corps island at Guam.

Offieiul records of the case showed that
life in sleepy Guam had begun to pall
on Dawson and Clifton. And then they
met the two native girls—Chamorros
they are called—with the luring com-
plexion of case au lait and wearing
grassy gowns that sway in the breeze.

A motor boat was commandeered. The
boat was stocked with provisions and
all was set for the elopment. Off they
sailed, the lour of them

But even the South Seas are some-
times restless and the little motor craft
with its love cargo tossed menacingly.

But finally came the cry of ’’land.” The
party went ashore, strange tropical peo-
ple crowding about them on the beach.

M’CORMICK VISIT
CREATES RIPPLE

Soviet Backers Preen as U. S.
Senator Reaches Moscow.

MOSCOW, Dec. 17 (B.v wireless to Ber-
lin).—A report from London today that
United States Senator Medlli McCormick
is conducting an unofficial investigation
of European conditions for President-
elect Harding and may undertake offi-
cial negotiations aroused great interest
among soviet officials. It led to the be-
lief in some quarters that Senator Mc-
Cormick may visit Moscow before his
return home.

(In an interview given at Geneva Sen-
ator McCormick said that he had gone
to Europe on his own initiative to se-
cure information for the use of his col-
leagues in the Senate. He is now Investi-
gating conditions in Austria and Hun-
gary.)

o. uator McCormick is well known in
Russia, through his father, who was
formerly American ambassador to this
country.

'iue consensus of opinion here la that
such a well known representative of the
United States probably would be able
to reach a satisfactory agreement with
the soviet.

Mae
Rosseil was one of the bidders at the
sale of the oyster house.

Frank” secreted a large sum of money,
but search has failed to reveal the hiding
place, it is said.
