RECENT DECISION

The order is the
recent decision of the United States Gov-
ernment, through Secretary of Laber
Wilson, that Martens is to be deported.
Martens is now virtually on “parole” and
was to surrender himself to the Gov-
ernment at Washingten in the first week
of January. He had originally declared
he would appeal, but later said he placed
his case in the hands of his Government
and would abide by Moscow's decision.

Tehitcherin declares, in effect, that the
“hostility of the present administration,™
makes friendly relations between the
United States and Russia impossible. He
concludes:

“You are instructed to return to Rus-
sia without delay, together with
Russlan citizens who
your staff and to cancel and liquidate in
accordance with instructions which your
will receive from the commissariat for
trade, all orders placed with American
firms."”
