Real Estate Men Declare
Margins Too Low.

Btrong opposition to the anti-rent
profiteering bill pending In the State
Senate {s expressed by members of the
Indianapolis Real Estate Board and the
Indianapolis Kental Board, At a joint
meeting at the Chamber of Commerce
last night it was stated that the proposed
margins on rentals are so low that they
would discourage building rental prop-
erty.
