ASSESSOR’S PAY
BOOST HELD UP

Fails to Get Constitutional Ma-
jority, but May Be Re-
considered.

Failing by seven votes to obtain a con-
stitutional majority, the Noll bill to in-
crease the salary of the Center Township
assessor in Marion County failed to pass
late Monday evening in the House, The
vote was 44 to 37.

When it was seen that the bill would
be lost Representativa Frank Noll of
Marion County, the author. changed his
vote from “aye” to “no” and entered a
motlon to reconsider action. The Marion
County delegation to a man supported
the bill,

Although ne other township in the
State would be affected by the act, the
House, 1n llne witn®its avowed intention
of opposing any salary increases, would
not raise the salary of the Marion County
official. Marion County Representatives
declared the people of the county were
in favor of Increasing the salary from
§3,000 to $3,500.

The Dailey bill for codification of the
Indiana insurance laws passed the House
after a short debate on that provision in
section 1 of the measure, which gava the
insurance commissioner the right to hire
some one to codify the laws.
