COSTS MILLIONS
Senate Passes Bill Virtually

Exemptiﬂnllier Areas.

Millions of dollars will he eut from the
tax valuations in Indiana through the
actlon of the Senate yesterday afternoon
in passing a House bill practlcally ex-
empting timber lands. The blll provides
timber lands more than three acres in
extent shall be valued at $1 an acre for
taxation purposes.
