Another echo of that scheme,
an amendment making the office of clerk
of the Supreme Court appointive, failed.

LEGISLATION,

Probably the gzreatest blow gustained
by those individuals and organizations

who are working for welfare bills in the
Legislature came Saturday when the
House killed the measure lmiting the
hours of labor for women in industry to
fifty-two hours a week, Besides the en-
actment of such a law was a Republican
platform pledge and was supported by
the Indiana League of Women Voters,
The solons, however, strengthened the
prohibition laws by enacting the Duann
bill, which makes the provisions of the
Federal statute applicable under State
law. Under its terms the State officials
may seize and confiscate stills and aute-
