WAS ACCIDENT

Columbus Man on Trial foi
Murder Takes Stand.

COLUMBUS, Ind., April 7.—J. WehheJ

Smith, on trial for first degree mnrdel
In the fatal shooting of Irma Hanchei
her© last January, resumed the stand al
the opening of court today.

The State rested Its case yesterday
afternoon, in the third day of the trial,
and the defense Immediately opened by
placing a minor witness on the stand.
The defendant then was called and ha
faced the jury with a calmness that al-
most amounted to unconcern, answering
all questions precisely and clearly, de-
claring the shooting was accidental.

Smith testified that he went to tha
Hancher home to get Miss Handier, who
had agreed to go to Osgood with him
in his automobile. He stated that tha
girl came out to the car and told him
that she would not go with him. Dur-
ing the conversation, he testified, she at-
tempted to take hie revolver from hla
overcoat pocket.

According to the defendent's testimony,
the couple later went into the house and
there the girl again attempted to taka
the pistol from him. In the sTuggla
that followed. Smith testified, the re.
volver was discharged, the bullet strik-
ing the girl. His testimony was con.
tradlctory to the testimony of Mrs. Re-
becca Hancher, mother of the slain girl,
who was the only eye-witness of tha
shooting. Mrs. Hancher testified that
Smith was several feet away from hes
daughter when the shot was fired.

Sheriff John W. rhlilips, one of tha
witnesses examined during the day, test!,
fled that when he asked Smith why ha
shot Miss Hancher Smith replied: “Jtist
one of my damned mad fits.” Three lo-
cal policemen testified to hearing Smith
make this statement. The coat which
Smith wore at the time of the shooting
was exhibited to the jurors, who exam-
ined the hole made in the pocket by the
denth bullet.

In his testimony the defendant denied
making the statement. He also testified
that he had “gone with” the Hancher
girl since 1913 and at times had lived
with her as her husband.
