SHIP’S SALVAGE
WILL BE TRIED

BY NEW METHOD
Inflated Pontoons to be Used

in .’ffort to Reclaim
Lo%t Isis

GOES DOWN OFF FLORIDA

NEW YORK, May 4. Weighted
\ down with the combined hopes of a band
of adventurers ranging from metropoli-
tan business men to officers of Kin*
George's household at Buckingham pal-
ace, the little converted French warship.
Blue Point, Is nosing her way to
tasia Island, off the coast of Florida,
with the Sallger Salvage expedition on
board to renew the attempt made by tho
same group to recover the lost steamship
Isis last fall.

Stormy weather caused the abandon-
ment of the effort last October after th#
expedition had suffered intense punish-
ment and lost much of its paraphernalia,
hence the employment at this time of a
staunch craft, which during Its expe-
rience as a mine sweeper and more re-
cently as a steam trawler off th* New
Foundiand banks established a reputa-
tion as one of the most seaworthy ships
afloat. Thirty marina engineers, divers
and wreckers are on board with their
unique equipment with which they ex-
pect to revolutionize present salvage
methods throughout the world.
TADUE PLACED
IT $1,000,000.
Their objective Is not far from St,

Augustine, where the Isis lies com-
pletely submerged. The lavish fittings
which A. G. Spaulding installed whea
she was his private yacht and the par-
aphernalia placed on boar. y the Navy,
and more recently by the Geodetic Sur-
vey when that branch of the service took
her over, Is affording sport for the sharks
with which these water* abound. Origi-
nally valued at $1,000,000, the Isis offers
a rich prize for the salvager, especially
In view of the costly scientific apparatus
that the Geodetic Survey installed and
the supplies Intended for s year’s erulsa.

The Saliger Ship Salvage Corporation
hopes to recover this wealth through th#
application of a principle that may b#
seen demonstrated at any beach, river
or pond where children are at play. Th#
air bags that the more timid ones thrust
under their arms are tiny prototypes of
the resilient and collapsible pontoons
employed by the Sallger system to ob-
viate the use of costly and lmmobll#
cranes, derricks and rigid pontoons. Ths .
Sallger air bags are huge affairs resem-r
bling In appearance great footballs when
inflated, but susceptible of being rolled
pp like s heavy rug for transport and
when being lowered alongside a sunken
ship.

MEC HANICAL MOLE”
TO BURROW UNDER BHTF,

After a “mechanical mole” has bur-
rowed its way under the ship, drawing
the lifting cables In Its wake, the pon-
toons are attached to the latter and
pumped full of air, imparting to each

football a buoyancy capable of lift-
ing twenty-five tons In the water. Th#
size of the ship, of course, determines
the number of pontoons, but nothing can
resist their lifting power when enough
units are employed.

A. B. Sallger, the engineer-inventor In
charge of the expedition, expects to hav#
the Isis afloat within three days after
work actually commences, but as weather
Is the determining factor his staunch
workshlp has been coaled and provi-
sioned to battle for months with the
elements if necessary. She is equipped
with wireless to keep In touch with th#/
world, and a tender will ply back aiiA J
forth between the wreck and St. Am-
gustine for the same purpose.

The personnel behind the project Is
as unique as the undertaking itself, In-
cluding marine and financial men
Lieut. Col. Arthur Balfour Haig, equerry !
to King George of England and a cou- j
sin of Earl Haig, commanoer-in-chlef of
the British forces during the war.
