‘LET WOMEN BUY
COAL SUPPLIES

Speaker Says Fuel Shortages
Could Be Avoided by
Foresight.

The final session of the convention of
the Indiana Retall Coal Merchants' As-
soclation was held this .afternoon when
the principal address was glven by Dr.
George Otis Smith, director of the United
States Geological Survey, Washington,
Dr. Smith, an authority on.fuel condl-
tions, revegled how serious is the menace
of another coal shortage and transporta-
tion tle-up this winter. He has just
completed a nationdl survey of the quan-
tity of coal in storage. He recently is-
sued a warning that unless coal is bought
at once and stored there s every indica-
tion of a repetition of the conditions of
1920.

Other speakers were B. R. Inman, man-
ager of the Indiapa BState Chamber of
Commerce, and J. W. Clark of St. Louls,
assistant general traffic manager of the
C., C, C. & 8t. L. Railwad.

That Indlana women can do much teo
prevent another coal shortage is the be-
llef of John R. Longstreth, Jjnanager of
the Indlanapolis office of Lake and Ex-
port Coal Corporation. Mr. Longstreth
says that coal is one of the few house-
hold commodities purchased almost en-
tirely by the husbands. And men, he
says, are not prone to be as forehanded
as women. Women, he pointed out, buy
their furs in August, buy their blankets
in the summer and preserve their fruit
for winter when fruit is plentiful and
cheap,’ They take care of winter needs
long in advanee,’ Men, on the other hand,
are llable to put off from dJday to day the
buying of winter necessities and not un-

winter is coming at all

“If wemen took a more active haod In
buying coal they could put an end to the
annual shortzges and high prices,” Mr.
Longstreth sald. “The housewives of In-
can save & lot of money in the
family purse and more worry if they see
that their men folk have the coal bins
filled this summer as early as possible.
Legitimate coal producers and dealers
would welcome a more uniform buylng
of coal over a twelve-months' period in-
stead of the rush during the first winter
months. It would stablilize their business
and prevent price fluctyations, keep mines
working steadlly and would not overtax
the railroad car supply. Coal men reallize
that wild fuel markets create had feeling
and are anxious to avold stress situa-
tions like last year.”
