Democrats in Senate Point to

Recent G. O. P. Order for
Filling Vacancies.

SAY BILL FURTHERS IT
WASHINGTON, June 11.—Democratic

leaders In the Senate are getting ready

lor a grand expose of what they as-
sert Is a Republican plan to perpetuate
the party's grip upon the National Gov-
ernment by building up a political ma-
chine where cogs will be thousands of
postmasters.

The Democrats first scented the Re-
publican plan, they claim, when Presi-
dent Harding's recent order regarding
the filing of postoffice vacancies was is-
sued.

That order, they alleged, was an at-
tempt to set aside the civil service law
long enough to oust a
tot of Democratic postmasters and fill
their places with Republicans.

Now, the Democrats have discovered
they asert, that the Republicans plan to
givi their postmasters life jobs and re- ;
move them entirely from control of the .
Senate by providing that when nom- .
lnated they need not be confirmed by

the Senate, as they must be now.
The Republican scheme is to be car-

ried out, the Democrats assert, through j
the Townsend bill, just Introduced In the •
Senate. This bill empowers the Post- |
master General “on direction of the Pres-
ident.” to revise existing classification
of postal employes so -as to put first,
second and third-class postmasters under
the civil service law.

"Upon such direction of the President,"
the bill continues, “the advice and con- |
sent of the Senate shall be unnecessary
to tbs appointment or removal of the
postmasters thus classified; and there-
after they shall be appointed and may
be removed by the Postmaster General,
snd shall hold their offices without
term.” ' -

COMMUNIST NEAREST
TO BOLSHEVIST.

Continuing on the subject of Ameri-
canism, Mr. Van Nuys declared that the
Communist party is the nearest approach
to Bolshevism in this country.

“You can’t pronounce their names,”
he said. “You have to sneeze ’em. They
huddle together in some old, broken-
down boarding house like rats and take
about as much Interest in current events

as a goldfish does In mathematics. They
have three incentives in life—rye bread,
garlic and a leather belt, filled with
enough American gold to go back home
and be a rich man.

“One of them went back home the
’ other day without his leather belt—Big
Bill Haywood, secretary of the I. W.
W.’s, who jumped his bond and went to
Russia to escape a twenty years' sen-
tence in the Federal peniteitiary at
Leavenworth. I am glad he went. I
don’t know why the Government is try-
ing to get him back. They have for-
feited his bond now and we reed the
money. 'We don’t have to feed him,
waste good American pork and beans on
him at the Leavenworth penitentiary.

“He’s gone back to Soviet Russia—the
land of free speech and free bullets, and
It Is Just possible that he may project
Ms big socialistic hulk liT the path of
one of those free bullets and the records
of hell will credit up with coming from
Russia and not from America, and we
will improve our batting average."

AS BUTLER SITE

Call Attention to School’s
Needs—Point to Benefits

for City.

Fairview Park may become the future
home for a newer, bigger, better Butter
College if the petition of 125 citizens and
business men of Indiana presented today
to Robert I. Todd, president of the In-
dianapolis Street Railway Company and
Dr. Henry Jameson, chairman of the
board of directors, receives a favorable
reception at their hands.

The petition sets forth that with the
present facilities Butler College cannot
hope to expand as it should, and that
comparatively few available tracts of
sufficient acreage can be found near In-
dianapolis. Os those available Fairview
Park is one of the best, both from the
standpoint of natural beauty and ac-
cessibility.

It is pointed out that several years ago
the street car company offered the site
to the city for park purposes, but the

j offer was not accepted. It is suggested
] the street car company now offer the
j ground for educational purposes and that
I the board of directors of Butler College

Charity funds in Indianapolis are short

today just “sixty-nine silver dollars and
seventy cents In silver,” as the money
is described in a replevin suit filed in
the court of Justice of the peace T.
Ernest Mabolm. The money was taken
by the police in a raid on a poker game.

The suit was filed by a man who, when
arrested on the night of Hay 24, gave
his name as Harry .Toi i, 233 North State
avenue. At that time he was charged
with visiting a gambling house and gam-
ing. Nine men were caught in a raid
on a shed at Twenty-Eighth street and
the Monon tracks, which place was fitted
out with tables specially built for poker
games, rugs, electric fans and chairs
A number of~coats were captured by the
police on that occasion as well as the
nine men.

Mack Farrell was charged with keep-
ing the gambling house and gaming but
the records of the city clerk's office show
that he was discharged on both charges.
The other men pleaded guilty to gaming
and were fined $5 and costs and paid it,

, but the visiting a gambling house charge
was dismissed in each case. Fred Boni-
field appeared in city court as attorney

for the men on that occasion. However,
Bonlfteld is said not to be the lawyer
representing them in getting back the
money grabbed by Lieut. William Cox
who led the raid on the poker game

The replevin suit was filed by Harry
Jones. June 1, which is five days after
he pleaded guilty to gaming. It Is filed
against Waiter Pritchard, Judge of the
city court, and S. E. Gaddis, police ser-
geant, who is in charge of the police
pension fund. It evidently was feared
by the gamblers that the money had
been turned over to the pension fund
by Judge Pritchard.

It la customary for the Judge of the
city court to turn over some of the
money captured in raids on gambling
games to the police pension fund but
most of the money obtained in this way
is put into a charity fund. This charity
fund Is used to defray expense# of poor
and helpless persons who are brought in
to the city court by tbe police and who
nre sent to their homes In other cities.
Some of it ia used to send run-away girls
and boys back to their homes in other
cities when their parents are go poor that
they can not pay the railroad fare. Many
a girl owes her new start on the right
road to this charity fund.

However, the fund is $63 70 short now,
s the money captured in the raid was
turned over to the officer of Justice of
the Peace Maholm's court, and by order
of that court was given to Harry Jones,
the man who had pleaded guilty to gam-
ing.

On Jonea’ bond appears the name of
George Wirth as bondsman in the re-
plevin suit in the justice of the peace
court. Squire Maholm today admitted he
did not know where Jones lived, and that
the court has no record of his address,
and he admitted that the same was true
in regard to George Wirth, the bonds-
man. Tbe records of the 'county as-
sessor's office fail to show where any
man by the name of “George Wirth" pays
taxes on real estate or personal prop-
erty. The name “George Wirth" does not
appear in the city directory, but the
man was accepted as a bondsman in
Squire Maholm's court.

Judge Pritchard said he had refused to
surrender the money until the action
was brought against him in Maholm's
court.

Tbe plaintiffs
share rights to power developed at the
St Joseph dam across the St. Joseph, but
claim that the I. A M. Company is grab
bing off the power at Twin Branch, with
the result that South Bend gets only a
niggardly stream. *
