CITY IS SOUGHT

American at Work in Rome
Upon Plans for World
Clearing House.

ROME, July 5—New Jersey, Hawalil,
Cuba, the environs of Parls, the Riviera,
Belgium, Switzerland, Italy and Greece
have been proposed as sites for an in-
ternational city, upon the plans of which
Hendrik Anderson, an American, now re-
siding In Rome, has been collaborating
for the better part of the last eighteen
years. Such a city, according to Mr.
Anderson’s projects, would not be the
adaption to internatioral purposes of a
town already existing, but would be built
new and so 'would contsin only those
edifices necessary for its alms and main-
tenance.

There would be, among other build-
ings, an international court of justice,
which Mr. Anderson willingly concedes
would not do away with war, but would
at least lessen the possibllity of it,
which would be attéended by permanent
representatives from all nations. There
would also be an international bank, an
international medical congress, which

States and the Sorbonne in Paris has
offered a chair for three years for con-
ferences on it. The plan has received
the approbation of Pope Benedict XYV,
and both Belgium and Greece have of-
fered land grants for the site of the
proposed eity.
