United States District Court In Indiana,

which Representaitvj A. J. Hickey of

the Thirteenth Indiana district will in-

troduce in Congress today, lawyers and

other persons familiar with the

tion see only another move to create

jobs for more or less deserving Re-
publicans. Coupled with this is a de-
sire of Lake County politicians to get
their sectiou of the State out from
under the Jurisdiction of Albert It.
Anderson, present Federal judge for In-
diana, according to some.

This move is not the first of its kind,
although it is the first since former
President Wilson took the presidential
chair in 1913. It has ben a very no-
ticeable fact, that although Judge Ander-
son a staunch, rock ribbed Republican,
that the only moves to curtail his juris-

diction within this State have come from
within his own party. Just as soon as a
Republican President is inaugurated it
becomes a certainty that within a very

short time a bill, sponsored by Lake
county Republicans will make Its appear-
ance in Congress pointing out the cry-
ing needs of a second Federal court In
Indiana.
DOCKET NOT IN
CROWDED CONDITION.

In the past Judge Anderson always has

expressed the opinion that there was
no necessity whatever for another court
in Indiana. It is said that Representa-
tive Hickey insists that the Federal
Court dockets are crowded. This state-
ment is not borne out by investigation.

Due to the necessity of an operation for
kidney stones Judge Anderson has not
been on the Federal bench sinee May,

and yet the docket was brought up to
date satisfactorily by having Judge

Ferdinand A. Geiger of Milwaukee, Wls.,
make three trips to Indianapolis. On
one oeeasion he stayed less than two
weeks and the other trips were of only
a few days duration.

Practically sll criminal cases where

defendants were confined in Jail wore
disposed of so that the accused would
no thave to spend the summer months in
Jail awaiting triaL A number of cases
where defendants were out on bond were

continued until September, but their trial
will not occupy any great length of time
and there has been no clamor on the part
of any of the defendants to have an early
hearing. The civil docket is in good
shape. In fact the great trouble here has
been, not In getting the cases heard by
Judge Anderson, but In getting the
lawyers to try them. On many occasions
Judge Anderson has been forced to take
