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RATE FOR |
ROAD MATERIAL
IS AGREED UPON

Governor, Highway Commis-|
sioners and Rail Men in
Oaneré_nce.

18 PER CENT REDUCTION

Through the efforts of Governor Warren
T. McCray and the State highway com-
mission, freight rates on road bullding
materfals will be substantially reduced |
in.the near future. This decision was
reached at a conference of railroad men
with the Governor and the highway com-
mission yesterday afternoon.

On Aug. 25, 1920, the rates on road
materlals were increased 40 per cent.
The new rates will be 115 per cent of
the rates in effect before that date, or
a 15 per cent increase on the old rates
instend of a 40 per cent increase. This
would be about an 18 per cent reduc-
tion from preseat rates.

APPROVAL NEEDED TO
MAKE RATES EFFECTIVE.

The date on which the new rates will
be effective can not now be determined
becanse they can not be put into effect
without the approval of the Interstate
Commerce Commission. Both the rail-
roads and the State expect to ask the
commission for permission to put the
Tates into effect.

Little opposition to a rate reduction
on the part of representatives of nearly |
every railroad in Indiana was met by
the commission and the Governor.

Governor McCray explained that the
highway department has felt for some
time that freight rates on road-building
material were excessive and that the 40
per cent increass is considered as unfalr.
LYONS AND
CRAWFORD SPEAK.

Lawrence Lyoas, director of the com-
mission, told the railroad men that the
commission belicved that it suouid maks |
a dollar go as far as possible and that
Inasmuch as there had been a reduction in
material rates he belleved there also
should be a reduction in freight rates
He quoted figures to show that the rates
in Indiana are higher than elsewhere. He
said’ that unless some relief was forth-
coming the road building and mainte-
nance program must be cut materiafiy.

Ear] Crawford, a member of the high-
way commission, declared that the freight
rates are so high the railroads are los-
ing a large amount of business.

“We can't build roads with the freight
rates two and 2 half times the cost of
the macerial used,” he sald. “We will

not be able to show the public where we
have spent its money for roads when we
spend it for freight, It would be to the
advantage of the railroads to make an ad-
Justment.”

RAIL MEN STILL

COMPLAIN OF EARNINGS.

Mr. Crawford told the railroad repre-
sentatives that the commission bad
nesded 45,800 tons of marterial that it did
not buy because of excessive freight
rates and that orders for 83,000 tong In
addition are being held up. He said he
had asked county surveyors how much
material they needed but refused fo or-
der because of high freight rates and
that the replies of twenty-one of these
officials showed that 751,200 tons had
been held up.

H. R. Kurrie, president of the Monon
raflroad, objected that if one rate is
changed others will be affected, William
H. Hodgdon of Chicago, freight traffic
manager of the Pennsylvania railroad,
pointed out that similar arguments had
been used in other States and that some
reductions had been granted. He de-
clared, however, that the railroads are
not yet receiving sufficient earnings.

Following Mr. Hodgdon's statement, the
railroad representatives went . into
executive sesslon and returned some time
later with their proposal, which was
accepted.

Although America
is farthest away from us, I believe she
is nearest to Russia's heart {n our hout
of need. Without waiting for political
discussions, America came to us with
economic forces and immediately ma-
terialized plans for our assistance. Al-
ready 150,000 Russians are being fed and
by December 1,000,000 will be gettnig
food. America works with a will. Her
system and her organization are noth-
ing short of amazing.”

The American relief work in Russia
is in charge of Col. Willaim N. Haskell
of New York, who is now in Moscow.
