Because
the Germans had more education, and
every American who fought knows it,
While 25 per cent of the American army
recruits were {lliterate, there was only
one man in 5000 in the German army who |
could not read and write. I am not a pro-
German, or a pacifist, or a militarist, but |
i the United States ever finds It in its |
beart to draft men to fight, I hope that |
it will give them the oppoirtunity to

“In the city sometimes we find the girl
leaves home because the home conditions
are bad.

It is the desire to get away from
the restrictlons placed on them by their
parents that leads most city girls to
leave their homes.
