Fred Wants to Meet Dempsey
Again and Is Willing to

Earn Chance.

RICKARD IS INTERESTED

NEW YORK, Jan. 3.—Big I'rcd Fulton

is in town and rarin’ to go.
Minnesota's towering heavyweight,

classed by Tex Rickard as the logical
man of the present day to meet Jack
Dempsey, arrived here in time to make
a New Year’s resolution to go after the
heavyweight title. He hopes to fulfill it
before many months have passed.

Fulton is aching to erase the defeat
Dempsey scored over him in Newark and
win the championship at the same time.

“All I ask is the chance. ’ said Fulton
today. “I’ve waited patiently for it. I've
seen other aspirants come and go. I've
got many friends who believe I can beat
Dempsey now and I believe it, too, I am
bigger and stronger today than 1 ever
was before. I know more about fighting,
too. I’ve learned many things since
Dempsey and I met in Newark in litIk.
So why should I be denied a shot at the
championship with Dempsey pining away
for somebody to fight with him "

“I’m here to talk turkey with Mr. Rick-
ard or anybody else. I came on to press
my claims for a chance at Derap- y, but
I am willing to meet any other man the
public may demand prior to a bout with
the champion.

“I’ve heard some talk of a match be-
tween Erennan and myself. \V l. Bill's
acceptable to me. I don’t bar any one. In
fact, anybody who will get Br, nnan for
me will be doing me a favor. 1 believe I
can beat him within three rou: ds.

“But Dempsey’s the fellow 1 want and
I’ll never rest till I get my chance. I
profited bv mv one meeting w.th him and
I'll tell the world it will be different the
next time.”

Fulton has been working toward a
come-back for some time. He says he is
fit and he looks it. He recently knocked
out Carl Morris and several others. Tex
Rickard figures him the one man avail-
able for a mat'h with Dempsey this
winter.

“I’m through with Willard as a pros-
pect," Rickard said today. “I don't be-
lieve now that big Jess will try a come-
back. Fred Fulton is the only fellow
I can point to at this minute as a match
for the champion."

Rickard is working on a match be-
tweeen Fulton and Bartley Madden for
Jan. 13. Later Fulton may meet Bren -
nan or some other heavyweight and work
up to a match with Dempsey.

BIG TEN BOWLING PROPOSED.

DALLAS, Texas, Jan. 3.—One of the
biggest football surprises of the season
was pulled off here yesterday when the
Centre College grid tbm from Danville, j
Ky., rated as the best In the South and ,
harboring two all-American stars, went ■down by a 22 to 14 score before the Texas
Agricultural and Mechanical College. The i
local collegians got the jump on the Col- j
onels In the first period when Bartlett of
Centre was downed behind his own goal !
posts for a safety and two points for 1
the Texans. |

At only one time was the Danville |
eleven in the lead and that was a very |
short-lived advantage. At the start of ;
the third quarter after recove-ing an |
Aggie fumble, Snoddy carried the ball
over for the first touchdown of the game. |

“Bo" McMillln, hero
of the Harvard-Centre game, who played
bis last game in a Centre uniform, failed
to get away for any of his usual long
runs. McMillan took with him to Dan-
ville, his bride, formerly Miss Marie
Meirs, whom he married in Ft. Worth
yesterday morning Next season McMil-
lan will tie coach for the Centenary Col-
lege of Shreveport.
