Twiname, examiner for the State board
of accounts, had the position “sewed up,”
and it was thoaght his selection would
amount to little more than the mere
formality ofN\aving the majority board
members vote for him. However, it was
plain from the very first that the ma-
Jority machine was not hitting on all
four. To begin with the meeting was
schedufed for 8 o'clock, and all members
were on hand at that hour, but long
“confabs™ between President Barry, Dr.
Marje Haslep, W. D. Allison and Adolph
Emhardt, In twos, threes and fours, up-
stairs, downstairs and in the hallways,
occupied forty-five minutes and it was
8:45 before the board got down to busi-
ness. During all this time Bert S. Gadd,
who described himself to the newspaper
men as “an unapimous minority,” seemed
to enjoy the situation immensely.
