These protesters are members of the
National Transport Workers' Federation.
They number 250,000.

In their ranks are comprised laborers,
sallors and firemen, watermen and light-
ermen, stret car workers, gas workers,
stevedores, carmen, ships'-ttewards, coal
trimmers and stokehole workers,

Their main grievance is that mild ale
which in 1914 cost 4 cents per pint now
costs 14 cents; bitter beer, which used to
cost 8 cents per pint, now costs 20 cents.
And they ask how a man can exist when
the price of living has gone up to this
extent,
