
WASHINGTON, April 28.—Ilya Tols-

toi, In appearance a “dead ringer” for
his Illustrious sire, Leo Tolstoi, whose
philosophy of passive reslstence he is
carrying on* called on President Harding
today for a chat on Russian conditions.
The younger Tolstoi Is an outspoken
opponent of recognition of the Bolshevist
government. He looks for a complete
collapse of the regime of Lenin and
Trotzki this summer. For America or
the allied powers to make loans to the
soviet government, he believes would be
eheer folly, for, he says, "it would only
prolong the agony of the Russian peas-
ants under the Bolshevist yoke.” Even
now, he says, Lenin and Trotzki are
tottering on their high thrones because
they are getting near the bottom of the
Russian treasury box. When their
finances are exhausted, he says the red
army will turn upon Its masters. An

there are 250,000 “officials” in Moscow
alone.

Arrangements for the Tacna-ArJe* con-
ference between representatives of Chile
and Peru to be begun In Washington
about May 15, are being held up pend-
ing the arrival here of Senor Porras,
Peruvian minister to France and head
of the Peruvian delegation. The Chilean
delegates, Senor Aidunate and Senor
Izquiredo, already are in Washington and
have paid their respects to Secretary
Hughes. The conference will be held In
the Pan-American building, but the State
Department is taking no further action
to perfect details until the withes lof
the South Americans are made mani-
fest.

Senator Reed Smoot of Utah is the
Senate Finance Committee's storehouse
of figures and expert knowledge as tar-

iff legislation. The Senator aometimes
displays an almost encyclopedic knowl
edge of the history arid ramifications of
American Industry.
