t Washington Briefs
WASHINGTON, June 2.—George Barr

Baker of the American Relief Adminis-
tration, who recently returned from
Russia, was in Washington. He reels off
facts and figures that tell in eloquent
story of the amazing magnitude of
America's pMlanfhophy In famine-
stricken Russia, Seven million five hun-
dred persons are being fed daily, in-
cluding SJtXyiOl children. The area of
American bounty embraces a territory
as wide as the IT itc-l States itself—-
from Petrograd to Odessa. Bunds ap-
proaching the mark have
been spent. An organization directed by
140 Americans controls the activities of
84,000 Russian relief Workers. Fur the
most part food is dispensed day in aal
day out from 11,000 kitchens. Every
ounce is carefully checked as It ad-
vances from the ports of entry to the
distributing depots and chocked again ;
before it emerges in the form of indi-
vidual rations.

The American Relief Administration**
chief concern is for the children. By
scientific systematization a well-balanced
and variegated diet is serv.ed from such :
staples as condense,! milk, whit flour,
coco, beaus, pens and rice. The relief
s<hoine inolnd.-s ways and ' m.-ans for
regular weighing and measuring of
under-nourished children, in order cor-
rectives may be appl: si whi r- necessary.
Granted a good harvest his summer.
America’s relief activities in Russia can
be abandoned by the close of the year.
