Great care has j
jbeen taken to make this church one
of the beauty spots of Indiana, ac-
cording to Father I. J. Rapp, who is
in charge of the parish during the ab-
sence of the Rev. A. J. Smith, the
regular pastor, now in Rome.

The white stucco walls with its
quaint mission finish lends a peace-
ful atmosphere to the neighborhood.
Just south of the church is a modern
new grade school which has been In
use several months. The first regular

full school year will begin in the fall.
A site has been purchased near the
school, which will be used for the
erection of a home for the Sisters who
teach at the Joan of Arc School.

Present plans call for the erection
of anew church building proper. The
present mission type building will be
used as a community house, but It will
be several years before this change i£
made.

The interior of St. Joan of Arc
Church is as beautiful as any art gal
lery. with its paintings and rare stat
uary and correctness of detail, and
has attracted many visitors.

The parish house is located near
the, church and the school, but not
in the same block.
