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BRITAIN REFUES
TOALLOW SEARGH
OF BODZE SHIPS

Declares Ruling Can Not Be Ap-
plied to English Ships Out-

side of Three-Mile Zone.

LONDON, Oct. 13.—The British
government has refused the request
to the United States that search
and seizure of British ships outside
the Amgerican three-mile limit be per-
mitted when necessary to prevent
rum smuggling.

The refusal Is made in a note
which has been dispatched to Am-
bassador Geddes at Washington for
transmission to the State Depart-
ment. Washington had asked the
British government to cooperate in
running down rum runners playing
a‘ong the American coast.

Great Britain, in declining to per-
mit search and selzure of British
vossels, pointed out that it doubted
if such an arrangement would be
possible In view of the prevailing
rules of International law and the
danger of creating precedents.

This 1s not to be taken as in-
dicating an unwillingness to assist
American prohibition enforcement

authorities. The British note says
measure have already been taken to
cooperate with the ecolonies in pre-

venting issuance of fraudulent
clearance papers, transfers of ship
registry, and other violations of
<hipping laws.

Apart from the note, the United
News is informed that if England

ever intended to grant search and
seizure privileges, such a tendency
was materially lessened when the
I'nited States made {ts ruling barring

foreign ships from carrying liquor,
even under seal, inside its three-mile
limit.

The
park burned in 1910, just two days be-
fore Dr. Light opened a new bathing
beach. The park has been partly re-
buflt.

The doctor also built many of the
houses of the town. He still owns
soms of them.

Only one person has lived in Broad
Ripple longer than Dr. Light. He is
John O, Brenneman, 75, who was
there when the doctor arrived.

Rail Executives Declare Break

CHICAGO, Oct. 13.—Officlals of the
railway employes’ department of the
American Federation of Labor de-
plored the split of the “Big Four”
brotherhoods announced from Cleve-
land as a blow to labor, and rallroad
executives declared it would have lit-
tle effect upon the railroad labor situ-
atlon, but both agread that the an-
nouncement came as no surprise.

The breach, which means that
FPresident W. G. Lee of the tralnmen
and President L. H. Sheppard of the
conductors will work Independently of
Warren S. Stone and D. B. Robertson,
respectively, respectively, heads of the
Brotherhoods of Engineers and Fire-
men, has been a fact recognized In
railroad circles for nearly two years,
it 1s declared, and Lee’s announcement
is considered only a public confirma-
tion. The Switchmen's Union la ex-
pected to work with the engineers and
firemen in negotiations with the car-
riers.

Inquiry into the effects this open di-
vision may have on the labor situa-

tiorn and future possibilities of a gen-
eral railroad strike developed three
viewpoints.

1. Lee's claim that the “Big Four”
combination was too great a menace
to the country’s transportation sys-
tem and industries to be allowed tc
continue.

2. The attitude of other union
heads who assert that Lee, in break-
ing up the big four with Sheppard
has ‘‘played into the hands of the rail-
roads” and greatly weakened the po-
sitlon of all the brotherhoods and oth-
er railroad labor as well.

Will Get Together.

8. The professed bellef of railroad
executives that the brotherhoods “will
get together in ten minutes” at any
time resumption of relations appears
to be to thelr interest.

Other labor organizations such as
the shopmen's and maintenance
unions probably will not take sides in
the split, according to Secretary
John Scott of the A. F. of L.'s rall-
read department, but Scott’s personal
opinion was that the break would
cause hard feeling and prevent the
soparated brotherhoods from attaining
their ends successfully.
