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AUTO FIRMS PLAN
TO IKE MORE
CARSJNtXT YEAR

‘Stream Line’ Construction
Followed on Most New

Models.

DETROIT, Mich., Aug. 30.—There

will be more automobiles,, on the high-
way> next year than ever.

Motor car manufacturers planning

increased production, with the em-
ployment of more men in factories
and associate industries.

Additional plants are being erected
by several establishments to care for
the 1924 trade and following the lead
of the Ford Company extended adver-
tising campaigns are being started.

Prices are to remain about the
same, with no sensational changes
contemplated by the manufacturers.

The “stream line” idea is followed
by the new models with very few ex-
ceptions. This plan calls for a
straight line from the radiator to the
back of the tonneau. To make it pos-
sible radiators are higher, hoods have
more conservative lines and bodies
are cut down to reduce superfluous
material.

Wheel Base Longer
The new automobile sits closer to

the ground, with lengthened wheel
base bringing the center of gravity
more fully upon the springs. The low
sitting car is harder to turn over,
reducing the tendency to skid and al-
lowing easier manipulation on rough,
roads. Application of the four-wheel
brake system to a number of the
new models and other transmission
and control improvements make them
easier to handle In emergencies.

The Ford Motor Company starts a
new year with a $7,000,000 national
advertising campaign, with plans for
increased production to fully satisfj
the demands for its products.

Application of the “stream line” to
the Ford is the outstanding feature of
the 1924 model. A higher radiator, an
apron joining the front fenders and
improved body design are the prin
cipal changes. The coupe and road
ster are lower and especially show the
application of the new design.

Lincoln Not Changed

Practically no changes are made in
the Lincoln. Increased production
will feature this car’s new year.

Two new plants are nearing com-
pletion at the Dodge Brothers fac-
tory to help increase them. The Dodge
advertising campaign, started several
years ago, wrill be continued. The
new Dodge plans call for a ten-inch
longer wheel base, more body, weight
distribution on improved springs,
higher radiator and all-steel stream-
line body, improved instrument ar-
rangements and more leg room for
the'driver.

Introduction of anew "sport spe-
cial” is the only thing new at the
Maxwell factory- This model is pro-
duced in gray green, with the best
points of the various Maxwell models
applied.

Studebaker Improved
The Studebaker Company is plan-

ning an increase in production
through development of its "special
six.” A heavier crank shaft, longer
wheel base, higher hood and radiator
with stream-line body feature the
“six.” Other models are unchanged.

The 1924 Buick represents probably
more sensational changes in con-
strctlon design than any other car.
The body Is lengthened, with a higher
radiator and cowl. The radiator is
especially remodeled. Its hood has
the appearance of an inverted brace,
similar to that of the Packard.
