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ILLINOIS SUPREME
JOURTENDS FIGHT

OVER $1,50,1
Long Lawsuit Reveals Un-

usual Story in History of
State Banks,

SPRRINGFIKLD. 11l July 5.-
The Illinois Supreme Court hns emi-
ed a ten years’ legal battle over the
original and mythical million and a
quarter dollars which were the foun-
dation of former Ctiited States Sen-
ator Lorimer's I.a Salle St. Trust
and Savings Rank.

The question has been whether the
Central Trust Company, organized
by Charles G. Da\\e> in 1992 and of
which he has been the head ever
since, should contribute the 1.250,-
000 or'any part of it to relieve the
depositors of the Li Salle St. Rank,
who got 35 cents on the dollar. The
Supreme Court orders the Dawes
bank to pay |IOO,OOO.

The long law suit tells a remark-
able story in the weird history of
Illinois State banks.

La Salle Bank Short-Lived
Lorimer. after he had been eject-

ed from the United States Senate,
organized in 1910, the La Salle St.
National Bank under Federal law.

was short-lived and was shown to■ insolvent.
Lorimer thereupon organized, un-

der State laws, the La Salle St.
Trust and Sittings Bank. In order
to get a State-charter he had to ex-
hibit the amount of his claimed capi-
tal and surplus in cash. This was
$1,250,000 and Lorimer and his crowd
did not have that much—if any cash.

Lorimer arranged with Dawes’
bank to loan him the #1,250,000,
which was exhibited to and solemn-
ly counted by the State auditor.
Thereupon a State bank charter was
delivered to Lorimer and the million
and a quarter given back to the
I>awes bank.

35 Cents on Dollar
The Lorimer State bank, founded

on this fiction, lived less than two
years. It owed $2,000,000 more than
it had. and its 4,000 depositors. 3,000
of whom were savings depositors,
finally got only 35 cents on the dol-
lar, while the small stockholders
lost all they paid for their stock and
a stockholders' liability was also en-
forced against them.
