ANDERSON, Ind., Jan 2.—Notices
today were in the hands of officials
and employes of the Union Traction
Company that receivership proceed-
ings instituted against the company
would not affect the personnel or
policies nor train schedules.

Arthur W. Brady, president of the
company, appointed receiver by Cir-
cuit Judge Kittinger, blamed auto-
mobiles, including: motor bus compe-

tition, for the serious decline in the
company’s revenues, which made im-
possible the paying" of bonds and
other fixed charges. Jan. 1.

Declaring that motor busses were
subject to practically no regulation,
restriction or taxation, Brady- said
that “only the strongest electric lines
can sustain themselves against such
competition, and the abandonment of
weaker interurban lines, some of
which are found in the Union Trac-
tion system, is a certainty qnless
motor bus carriers are placed by law
on a more fair and just basis.”

FORCE HELD INADEQUATE
Rikhoff Says He Does Not Have

Enough Policemen.
Figures showing the police force

is inadequate for the city the size
of Indianapolis were cited by Police
Chief Herman F. Rikhoff in prepar-
ing his annual report.

Total of 640 men are on the police
pay roll, of which 530 are In active
police duty. Seventy are on special
assignment, leaving 460 for regular
police work. This number, is divid-
ed into three shifts of eight hours
each, giving the city only 150 police-
men on duty at one time.
