Matthew 25:31-46.

Editor of the Congregationalist
“For judgment I am come into

this "world,” said Jesus.

If any word were ever Justified
in history it is that word of the
Master,  Jesus has beén the supreme
Judge of men and natlons, Ho2 is
the great tester of motiveg and ac-
tions.

Not only must we all appear, but
we are all' appearing, before His
judgment seat. His judgment is go-
ing on, and our lives are approved,
or conderned, as they express or
fail to express His spirit.

It must be remembered, however,
that the judgments of Jesus are the
judgments of grace and hope. He
judges our hearts and actions, be-
cause He wouid like to make our
hearts and actions right.

Does the picture of ‘the last judg-
ment’’ in our lesson relate to this
judgment of the world by Christ, as
it is always going on? Or is it'in-
tended to be the portrayal of a spe-
cial and final judgment in which. the
destinies of men are finally and for-
ever fixed, for that bliss called
“Heaven,” or that everlasting pun-
ishment called “hell"?

Danger Present

There is a danger in ‘drawing too
dogmatic and certain conclusions
from a single picture in which there
is manifestly a great deal of oriental
imagery, and in which the meaning
of the actual words. that Jesus used
may not be accurately conveyed in
the English words by which they
are rendered.

This picture of the last judgment
must be viewed in relatign to the
entire teaching and the whole revela-
tion of Christ’s life. We should read
its solemn words remembering al-
ways that,

“While the iight holds out to burn,
The vilest sinner may return.”

As long as man ls capable of feel-
ing the effect of moral judgment
upon his life, he is capable of avail-
ing himself of the grace of God to
make that life in accordance with
God’'s will. Man's situation is most
hopeless when he feels that nothing
in his life stands condemned.

This fact is made very clear in
this picture of the judgrment. It is
the blind selfishness and self-com-
placency of those who are banishad

into everlasting punishment that
constitutes their condemnation.
“Lord, when saw we Thee an

hungered, or ethirst, or a stranger,
or naked, or sick, or in prison, and
did not minister unto Thee?"

‘What a pitiful confession of spir-
ftual bankruptcy! They had not ac-
customed themselves to the judg-
ments of God, or sought vision ard
guidance from Him in seeing and
doing their duty.

Should Grasp It

This is the lesson that we should
grasp—that if we would stand in
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the last judgment, our lives must be

constantly brought to the judgment
of Christ that we may cast forth all
that ig out of harmony with His
spirit, and that we may build up in
our daily conduct all that He would
have us to be and do.

For we should note . particularly
that it is the daily living of men
that is under ‘survey in this last
judzment.

The judgment iz not upon the
creed that men professed, nor upon
the denomination to “which they be-
longed, nor upon the regularity
with which they attended church;
it is upon the way in which in their
dally lives they expressed, or failed
to express, the spirit of Christly sym-
pathy and help to the weak, un-
fortunate and needy.

It is impossible for most of us to
think of ‘“heaven” and “hell” with
the literalness of golden streets and
flery flames that we once attached to
those *words, but we are in a sad
state if the eternity of these con-
trasts is not indelibly fixed in our
soul. ‘““Heaven” and “hell” are re-
alitics to the man who has brought
his life under the judgment of God.

But the great teaching of this
lesson is that in a world of judg-
ment, we ourselves, by our daily life
and conduct, are carving out our
own destinies, and that Christ will
give us power to make those des-
tinies secure. It is the simple fol-

lowing of His precepts and His ex-
ample that makes one’'s life both
right and safe,
