Thousands
have already died and prospects are
that there will be none left to gather
nectar for the honey crep this sum-
mer. A heavy drain on surplus
honey caused by early brood rearing
is blamed. Cohtinued cold weather
has kept bees from visiting spring
flowers and a serious effect s feared
on fruit crops this year because
blossoms have not been pollenzed.
