NEW RULES FOR
GRAIN TRADERS

Reform Inaugurated in Chi-
cago Pit.

CHICAGO, Oct. 10.—Chicago grain
pit today operated under a new set
of rules. Big price swings, products
of manipulation which have made
multi-millionaires and paupers in a
few hours of trading, were banned.

One of the new rulings gives
directors of the Chicago Board of
Trade almost complete control

during times of turbulence. Without
appeal to the members of the board
for authority, the directors may on
fen hours notice place an arbitrary
limit on fluctuations with penalties
for selling or buying at prices ahove
or below limits set by the directors.
Another new regulation provided a
committee on business conduct with
full authority to punish any one
violating the ethics of the trade and
with power to investigate any or
all dealings. A third new rule pro-
vides that out of town members of
the board—there are about 600 of
them—may vote by mail,
