This includes $1,412,383.01 in general
premium taxes collected, $170,957.71
in insurance fees, and $75,396.71 in
fire marshal taxes.

Total appropriations to the depart-
ment for the fiscal year which ended
Sept. 30, was $69,306.65, of which
$67,671.98 was expended, leaving a
net profit to the State of $1,590,-
165.45, McMurray asserted.

The fees collected on premiums
indicates a $46,000,000 business
transacted by the companies in In-
diana during the period.
