Thousands of men find work in
the deep shade of the gnarled old
trees, with their evergreen leaves
and their rough trunks covered with
thick, gray bark. New layers grow
rapidly, so that a fresh sheathing

from one-half inch to two and one-
half Inches thick Is ready for cut-
ting every nine or ten years. The
trees are about twenty years old
when they yield their first crop,
which Is so rough and coarse that
It Is worth little. The second strip-
ping gives a better quality, but the
best harvests do not come until the
oak is about forty years old.

The stripping is usually done in
July and August. With a sharp
