A View of a Lumber Camp

—ILTHOUGH lumber lias been
A replaced In the building of

■**•l large structures by Iron and

concrete, the demand for It is con-
stantly increasing. The list of its
uses is a long one. In the building

of houses and smaller buildings wood
is still used to a great extent and
even in great modern officebuildings

wood is used generally for d<M>rs,
floors, etc. Billions of cordsr of
spruce and other woods are used
yearly in the manufacture of paper.
No good substitute has ever been
found for wood for railroad ties, and
these must bo replaced every few
years. Wooden ships still sail our
rivers and engage in coastwise traf-
fic, while just for matches, many

billion feet of pine lumber aro cut
every year In the Great Lakes dis-
trict ulone. The development of the
airplane has led to new demands for
spruce timber especially the Pacific
coast varieties—for the making of
airplane frames and propellers. And
when we think of the telegraph and
telephone poles, the furniture made
from the beautiful hardwoods, the
shingles, barrels, and boxes that we
use, It Is not hard to realize that the
timber Industry in the United States

a very important one.
Fortuantely a large portion of

America is still wooded.
Lumbering Picturesque

Each lumber legion has methods
adapted to tis particular conditions
that exist there. Specially heavy
machinery is used in the West,
whore the trees are so large. But
it is up in the North woods of Wis-
consin, Michigan, Minnesota and east-

ern Canada that lumbering Is most
picturesque. Here the work is done

when the forest is locked in the win-
ter’s ice and snow, and the lumber-
jacks must be strong, hardy men to
work in that cold, biting weather
day after day.

A lumber camp in the North,
woods Is a litttle settlement of log

huts huddled together. The largest

of the huts Is the men's camp,
which is one large room with bunks
arranged around the walls two or
three tires high. The cook camp is
also one large room with a huge
range and cook table In one end.
Here are long tables laid with a
great array of tin plates, tin dishes
and tin cups, and knives and forks
of heavy steel, with hee.vy iron
handles. Then there are the sta-
bles much like other shanties, but
with lower roofs, so that the ani-
mal heat of the horses and the oxen
may help keep them warm. The
blacksmith shop is also low-roofed,
and tho storehouse located alongside
the cook camp is almost buried in

the snow, so that the provisions will
not be damaged by the cold. A little
log hut standing to one side is the
office or “van.” where the camp
clerk keeps the accounts and lists
of the general merchandise required.

Here are the bunks of the fore-
men in charge of the work, and here
also is a stock of mackinaw jack-

ets, heavy woolen underwear, shoe-
packs, mittens, caps, tobaccco, pipes,
stationery and other supplies. So
yo~' s* e h.s Is a i#iular little ,'itlage
in itself, and It needs to be, for
usually it Is a long journey to the
nearest town.

Up Before Daybreak
Long before day break the camp

is stirring, and by the time the sun

has risen the men have eaten break-
fast and are on their way into the
woods,

A tree has been marked for cut-
ting and notched. This notch is a
foot or more deep on the side toward
whloh the tree is to fall and governs
the direction of the fall.

When the tree falls the branches
are cleared off and the trunk Is
measured and cut Into logs. These
are then hauled to the road, which
was cut and leveled in the autumn.
This road Is aally flooded with water
and allowed to freeze, so that the
legs can be easily sledded to a fiver
or stream. There they rest until
spring, when they begin the river
journey to tho logging town. The
men travel with the logs, sometimes
along shore and sometimes riding

the rafts or even single logs. They
watch the logs closely so that they
will not get caught in the rapids or
form a “Jam’’ at the bend of the
stream.

YVhen the logs reach a larger
river or a great lake, they are some-
times formed into rafts or "booms”
and towed by a tug.

In most places In the South and
West railroads are used to handle
the log supply. This railroad con-
sists of a permanent main line and
spurs which are projected into the
forest and are moved from time to
time as the timber is taken out. A
steam “skldder" operating on the
railroad track, pulls the logs to the
railroad line. Thereofhey are picked
up by a steam loader, which is a
crane with a swinging boom, and
are loaded on flat cars.

A great sawmill In operation Is one
of the most Interesting places to
visit. The logs, which float in the
water within the confines of a
•'boom” or chain of other logs, are
guided to n “log-slip" or runway

where * continually moving cable
snatches them from the water an4|
after carrying them under a
ing spray of hot water lands them
in th mill. Here they fall upon a
carriage which brings them to tho
saw.
