(___J drop of water or a speck of
animal tissue—such, indeed, is the
microscope; but it Is very much more
than this also.

The telescope adds much to hu-
man knowledge, but in many ways

the knowledge gained by the mi-
croscope affects our lives more di-
rectly. Up-to-date physicians use the
microscope to track diseases to their
sources in various forms of bacteria,
and the conquest of many diseases
is due primarily to the use of the
microscope. Surgeons determine
whether severe operations for new
growths in the bodys are necessary
by microscopic examination of a sec-
tion of tissue. Botanists, biologists,
and bacteriologists rely on it in their
studies \fcjaich enlarge the bounds of
knowledge and increase man’s
mastery of nature. It is used to de-
termine the ph.vslcial structure of
steel, iron and other metals, and tr>
deject adulteration in foods, drugs,
starches, aand pa ints; and the Fed-
eral Bureau of Animal Industry de-
pends on it to detect parasites In
meats.

Glass Is Old
Ordinary magnifying glasses or

simple miscroscopes— convex lenses
used to obtain a magnified view of
an object—were apparently known,
at least as curiosities, from remote
times; but he compound microscope
was invented some time between
1590 and 1610. Galileo, the famous
hstronomer, is one to whom is as-
cribed the honor of inventing the
microscope.

,

A simple microscope may be a
single lens, or a set of lenses, if all
are used together to view the object
directly, it is a simple microscope. A
compound microscope uses a lens
called the object glass or objective to
produce a reversed magnified image,
and another called the eyepiece or
ocular, to magnify this Image.

The high-powced compound mi-
croscope is a delicate, elaborate and
expensive instrument, requiring
skill, training and patience in its
use. The tube carrying the eye-
piece Is adjustable for different an-
gles of observation and different dis
tances from the objective. It is pro
vided with a micrometer to measure
the object, which is carried on an
adjustable stage, or if very high
powers are required, placed in oil
or water between the objective and
a cover glass, and illuminated by
light thrown from a mirror through
'r condenser. A “camera lucida”
attachment may be used to throw
the magnified image on a sheet of
paper on which it may be traced.

How Power Is Fixed
The power of such a microscope

depends on (he power of the object
glass, the of the eyepiece, and
the separation of the eyepiece and
objective—the greater the separa-
tion, the higher the power. Powers
of enlargement of more than 2,000
diameters are attainable for visual
use, and photographs of minute ob-

Is there any limit to this
marvelous instrument? Can we not
obtain ever higher and higher' pow-
ers, so that at last we can peer into
those ultimate mysteries—molecules,
atoms, and electrons?

There are certain practical diffi-
culties, the chief of which is not the
imperfection of the Instrument, but
the very nature of light and vision.
We see nonluminous objects by the
light which they reflect, and light is
composed of waves. An objeot much
smaller than the wave length of
light cannot reflect light, any more
than a pebble can break an ocean
wave.

Yet a way has been found to show
under certain definite conditions,
not. Indeed, the shape and sl*e of
ultra microscopic particles, but their
existence, number, and movements.
An object too small to reflect light
diffracts It—scatters It all around—-
and may be seen against a dark
background as a bright point, or
rather an almost Infinitesimal disk
tiny Indeed yet far larger than its
real size. An "ultramicroscope,” ho
called, is a microscope with attach -I
ment to show ultramicroscopic par-
ticles viewed across a shallow beam
of Intense light against the darkest
possible background, as dust pai
tides viewed across a shallow beam
of intense light against the dark
est possible background, as dust par
tides are seen dancing in a sun
beam traversing a dark room.
