‘DRYS WINNING’
LEAGUE HEARS

Liquor Consumption on De-
cline, Hudson Says.

CHICAGO, Nov. 6.—Prohibition-

ists are winning the fight for Vol-
stead law enforcement, Representa-
tive Grant Hudson, Michigan, chair-
man of the special congressional

Kommittee investigating liquor traf-
ic told the Anto-Saloon League con-

vention today.

Jail sentences are gaining favor,
Hudson declared. Fines merely
operate as a license law, he said.
Laws to deport habitual alien viola-
tors and laws providing long im-
prisonment of American violators
will be proposed in Congress this
winter, ho said.

“The high peak of consumption
was in 1917 when there was drawn
from warehouses 164,291,294 gallons
of liquor. In a period of seven

years, ending 1924, tha withdrawal
was reduced to 1,818,178 gallons. No
basis could bo found by our com-
mittee for suggestions that there
had been smuggled Into the country
or made synthetically the difference
between these figures.”
